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Introduction. Over the years, cancer has been one of the main
causes of disability and mortality globally, leading to significant
losses in work and life potential of the global community. According
to the study published by the International Agency for Research on
Cancer (IARC), 7 million fatal cancer cases are detected every year
around the world. It is noted that Ukraine is the second country in
Europe in term of cancer spread, and epidemiological situation in
Ukraine is characterized by a high morbidity that is steadily
increasing. Therefore, it is extremely important for our country to
study the modern approaches and the best international practice of
early detection of cancer in order to use this experience in Ukraine.
Methods. The general scientific methods of analysis were used for
the study of the achievements of Ukrainian and foreign approaches
in the field of healthcare management and comparisons of practices
of the cancer care system.

Results. We analyzed the experience of the practice of early
diagnosis of oncological diseases based on the World Health
Organization Resolution on Cancer (2005) in countries such as
Great Britain, France, Poland, and the United States of America.
The analysis showed that the strategy for cancer control in the
specified countries consists of four main components: prevention
and diagnosis; screening and rational treatment; care and provision
of palliative care, and other organizational measures. It was proved
that due to the wide use of the cancer screening system in routine
medical practice, it was possible to reduce mortality from breast,
cervix, prostate, bowel, and lung cancer.

Government cancer screening programs in Ukraine have non-
systematic character, and do not cover all target groups or groups
at increased risk of the cancer disease, so they are currently
ineffective.

Conclusions. The experience of the countries of Western Europe
and the United States shows that the systematic work in the field of
early detection and screening allows reducing the levels of cancer
morbidity and mortality. A persistent anti-cancer national program
plays the most important role in this process. The choice of the
priorities of medical measures should be made by taking into
account the socio-economic, political, environmental,
oncoepidemiological, and other aspects. At the same time, it is
necessary to take into account not only the potential effectiveness
of preventive measures, but also the availability of conditions that
allow them to be realized. Ukraine should take the best international
experience, but take into account its socio-economic and
epidemiological conditions.
