THE 1932-1933 HOLODOMOR IN UKRAINE
WITHIN THE CONTEXT OF THE SOVIET GENOCIDE
AGAINSTTHE UKRAINIAN NATION

This paper examines the general context of the Soviet repres-
sions in Ukraine beginning in the early 1920s, and the 1932-1933
Holodomor as the culmination of this policy of destruction of the
Ukrainian nation.

Following Rafael Lemkin and other scholars, the author argues
that the 1932-1933 Holodomor in Ukraine, while constituting a geno-
cidal act in itself, was also one of a series of such acts in the broader
context of the Soviet genocide in Ukraine in the first half of the 20th
century.

The article deals with the elements of the crime of genocide es-
tablished under the Rome Statute of the International Criminal
Court (ICC) and the "Elements of Crimes" adopted as a subsidiary
source to the Rome Statute. Elements of the crime of genocide are
analyzed with regard to the example of the 1932-1933 Holodomor
in Ukraine. The author draws the conclusion that all of the elements
of the crime of genocide are present in the 1932-1933 Holodomor in
Ukraine.

The author also comes to the conclusion that elements of geno-
cidal acts such as "deliberately inflicting on the group conditions
of life calculated to bring about its physical destruction in whole
or in part", "causing serious bodily or mental harm"”, "imposing
measures intended to prevent births", "forcibly transferring chil-
dren", which constitute the actus reus of the crime of genocide,
were present in the 1932-1933 Holodomor in Ukraine. The perpe-
trators intended to destroy, in whole or in part, the Ukrainian na-
tion, and intentionally committed all of the above-mentioned gen-
ocidal acts against persons belonging to the Ukrainian nation.
These acts took place in the context of a manifest pattern of similar
acts directed against the same group or could themselves have ef-
fected such destruction.
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
