GENERAL ENGLISH CLASSES

According to regulatory documents: Law of Ukraine "On Education", Law of
Ukraine "On University Education", National Doctrine of the Development of
Education of Ukraine (No. 347-202, 2002); The Decree of the President of Ukraine
"The National Strategy for the Development of Education in Ukraine until 2021"
(No. 344/2013, 2013), the Concept of National Patriotic Education (No. 641, 2015), it
may be considered that along with educational and competence approaches
personality’s moral and aesthetic setting in exploring the world remains one of the
priority, providing harmony in the interaction of man with nature and the society [1;
2].

Modern lectures are facing the new generation of students who were born after
the digital revolution, having their own peculiarities of perception and reproduction
of the material, as well as other vital priorities and moral, aesthetic, value systems.
That is why nowadays it is obvious that teaching the General English university
course at least 2 times per week cannot be limited to teaching lexical and syntactical
norms of the language only. Thus discussing a wide range of commonly used topics,
for example, “Family and Relationships”, “Character and Appearance”, “Medicine
and Health”, “Holidays and Travelling”, etc., lectures can also observe the overall
impact of 3-D and AR (Augmented Reality) technologies on the formation of new
(and sometimes the destruction or distortion of generally accepted) ideal images,
which in the future serve as a guide and the purpose of further development of the
younger generation. It draws our attention to topicality of formation aesthetic image
of man (AIM) among student youth in the Humanities and General English classes in
particular.

In our opinion, aesthetic image of man is the system of interrelated life
meaningful views on beauty and ugliness in a person, external and internal beauty,
and perfection. The aesthetic image of man covers such categories as aesthetic
necessity, aesthetic taste, aesthetic feelings, as well as the aesthetics of thoughts and
actions of a person. AIM includes the views on ideal and anti-ideal images [3: 36-37].
In the framework of studying AIM in General English classes, the following points
are the most significant:

- understanding the essence of the concept "aesthetic image of man" and defining the
features inherent to external and internal beauty of a person,;

- motives strength to self-improvement on the basis of AIM;

- developing self-regulation through AIM.

Having a significant cultural and educational potential, the course of a foreign
language integrates and accumulates knowledge in various areas of experience,
allowing us to consider the opportunity of forming ideas about the aesthetic image of
man, using modern technologies (e-learning), educational online-services, active
forms and methods (project work, debates, discussions, role / business games,
problem-solving tasks), creative approach. Particularly important to this effect is
using authentic materials to simulate cultural and aesthetic environment in the EFL
classroom, as follows: newspaper and magazine news articles, modern social-media
resources; audio-visual aids (e.g. video advertisements); different arts (movies,
drama, literature, music, fine arts, etc.).

The system of arts have to be considered more particularly while teaching

“Family and Relationships”, “Character and Appearance” topics. There are several
samples of exercises:
1. Have a close look at the proposed paintings depicting a person (Rembrandt
"Danae", S. Botticelli "The Birth of Venus", K. Bryullov "The Horsewoman", family
portraits by Cornelis de Vos, Vitali Ruban, etc.). Describe the appearance of the
people depicted in the pictures. What features are common to these people?
2. Listen to the pieces of music "The Girl with the Flaxen Hair" by C. Debussy and
"Anitra’s Dance" by E. Grieg. Does your imagination come up with an image of the
person depicted by means of music? Describe it.
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3. Make up 2 lists of adjectives: 1) describing an aesthetically perfect person; 2)
describing ideal image of a modern student. Compare the lists.
4. Read the poem by R. Kipling "If". Write down the traits of the person in this poem.
Do they relate to the notion of aesthetically perfect person? What features are
appropriate to you, which qualities would you like to acquire?

Thus, learning a foreign language provides the opportunities for developing
general culture of personality, its psychoemotional sphere, aesthetic and moral
values, tolerance, and humanity by comparing the features of native and foreign
cultural differences (e.g., customs, traditions, and accepted standards of behavior).
Therefore, when forming communicative and sociocultural competences in the
classes of General English one should emphasize that this provides the basis for
forming aesthetic image of man.
