REPRESENTATIONS OF THE PAST IN POLITICAL DISCOURCES AS AN
OBJECT OF HISTORICAL RESEARCH:
THE CASE OF EARLY MODERN ENGLAND

The article sets out an argument in favour of a deeper attention to the socio-political context that defined
the construction of Premodern beliefs regarding the descent and the antiquity of European communities, as
well as their subsequent impact on the evolution of national identities in Europe. Some of the politicized
references to the past promoted in Tudor England are cited to exemplify the matter in question.
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
