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Abstract:

Regional development is a broad term but can be
seen as a general effort to reduce regional disparities
by supporting (employment- and wealth-generating)
economic activities in regions. It is an objective
process of socio-economic change in the structure of
the regions and their relation to other regions.
Regional development policy which affects the
movement of this process involves the construction
and determination of concepts, strategies, goals,
objectives, and current economic policy measures as
well their implementation at different territorial
levels. It is based on the compatibility of regional,
sectoral and global politics. EU regional policy aims
at concrete results, which strengthen economic and
social cohesion in order to overcome the differences
in development between regions. With the help of
Structural Funds, EU finance projects that benefit the
region, local communities and citizens. In this paper,
we analyse the advantages and disadvantages of
online application in projects. A questionnaire was
conducted on a sample of 140 potential applicants
for project financing from Structural and Cohesion
Funds.
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1. INTRODUCTION

The main objective of the common regional policy is
the reduction of existing regional disparities and
prevention of further regional imbalances in the EU
by transferring European resources to problem
regions using the financial instruments of the
European Union. The common regional policy of the
EU does not seek to supersede national regional
policies. In accordance with the principle of
subsidiary, the Member States, through their own
regional policies, are the first ones who must solve
the problems in their regions by promoting
infrastructures and financially supporting job-
creation investments. However, the common regional
policy coordinates national regional policies by
formulating guidelines and establishing certain
principles in order to avoid competition for regional
aid between Member States. It coordinates also the
various policies and financial instruments of the EU
to give them a "regional dimension" and thus more
impact on regions most in need of care. Structural
funds and Cohesion fund are the ,,engines* of policy
of economy and social cohesion of the EU and are
available only to member states.

these funds are used to reduce the differences in
development between regions of the Union and to
reduce disparities in the standard of living of their
inhabitants. In the financial perspective of EU 2014 -
2020 the emphasis is on smart growth which
encourages knowledge, innovation, education and
digital society, on sustainable development, by
which the production will become more effective in
resource utilization while increasing competitiveness
and on inclusive growth through increased
participation in the labour market, acquiring of skills
and fight against poverty (European Commission,
2011).

Disparities in development may exist between
different regions and within different geographical
areas within a country. These countries have
obligation to neutralize or try to reduce these
disparities as much as possible. In order to succeed,
national policy must be in line with EU policy. In
this way, each country can absorb considerable
resources to encourage is development. Structural
funds available to the EU in the service of
development and the degree of utilization depend on
each country. Structural funds are intended to
facilitate structural adjustment of specific sectors,
regions, or combinations of both, in the European
Union. The Structural Funds and the Cohesion Fund
are financial tools set up to implement the regional
policy of the European Union. They aim to reduce
regional disparities in terms of income, wealth and
opportunities.

2. COHESION POLICY IN CROATIA

The current process of globalization is generating
unbalanced out-comes, both between and within
countries. Wealth is being created, but too many
countries and people are not sharing in its benefits
(Stiglitz, 2006). Widening international inequality
(divergence) coexists with greater similarity in
growth patterns within regions (convergence).
Capabilities, attitudes, social institutions and
economic potential differ across regions and explain
persistent differences in economic performance
which, if unchecked, perpetuate the global
asymmetries (Ocampo & Vos, 2008). Regional
development is the launch of economic processes
and encouraging the use of resources in less
developed regions in order to achieve overall
sustainable economic development of the region, in
accordance with the values and expectations of
businesses, citizens and visitors. Regional
Development discusses geographical prosperity and
its evolution (Nijkamp, Abreu, 2009). Regional
development is an objective process of socio-
economic change in the structure of the region and
their relation to other regions. Regional economic
policy contributes to improving the welfare of the
region and the country as a whole. Characterized by

development based on the evaluation of regional
economic resources and stimulate the development
process and improve economic region (Bogunovic,
1991). The definition offered by Ponikowski
emphasizes the relationship between border regions
and their environments. This approach stems from
the administrative division, which plays a major role
in the way that regional phenomena, which may
contribute to the concentration or artificially reduce
the actual intensity of both phenomena (Ponikowski,
2006).

Cohesion Policy is an investment policy of the EU,
which promotes and supports the overall balanced
development of the Member States and their regions
and is considered synonymous with the regional
policy of the EU. It supports the creation of new
jobs, competitiveness, economic growth, improving
the quality of life and sustainable development.
Cohesion Policy gives investments support in
implementation of the Europe 2020". Regional
(Cohesion) policy is also the expression of solidarity
with less developed countries and regions, which
concentrates resources in the areas and sectors in
which they are most needed. In addition, the
objective of Cohesion Policy is to reduce the
significant economic, social and territorial disparities
that exist in the European regions (Croatian Chamber
of Economy, 2013).

Under the EU's 2014-2020 budget, Cohesion Policy
will make available up to EUR 366.8 billion to
invest in Europe's regions, cities and the real
economy. It will be the EU's principle investment
tool for delivering the Europe 2020 goals: creating
growth and jobs, tackling climate change and energy
dependence, and reducing poverty and social
exclusion. This will be helped through targeting the
European Regional Development Fund at key
priorities such as support for small and medium-
sized enterprises where the objective is to double
support from EUR 70 to 140 billion over the 7
years. There will be stronger result-orientation and a
new performance reserve in all European Structural
and Investment Funds that incentives a good
projects. Finally, efficiency in cohesion policy, rural
development and the fisheries fund will also be
linked to economic governance to encourage
compliance of Member States with the EU's
recommendations under the European Semester
(European Commission, 2013).

Key elements of the reform for that period are:

1. Investing in all EU regions and adapting the level
of support and the national contribution (co-
financing rate) to their levels of development: Less
Developed regions (GDP < 75% of EU-27 average),
Transition regions (GDP 75% to 90% of EU-27

2. Targeting resources at key growth sectors:
Investments under the European Regional
Development Fund (ERDF) will be concentrated on
4 key priorities: innovation and research, the digital
agenda, support for small and medium-sized
businesses (SMEs) and the low-carbon economy,
depending on the category of region (Less
Developed: 50%, Transition: 60%, and More
Developed: 80%). Around €100 billion will be
dedicated to these sectors, of which at least €23
billion will support the shift to a low-carbon
economy (energy efficiency and renewable
energies). On this, there are separate obligations to
dedicate ERDF resources (Less Developed: 12%,
Transition: 15% and More Developed: 20%).
Around €66 billion will be focused on priority
Trans-European  transport  links and  key
environmental infrastructure projects through the
Cohesion Fund. Through the European Social Fund
(ESF), Cohesion Policy will provide a significant
contribution to EU priorities in the field of
employment, for example through training and life-
long learning, education and social inclusion (at
least 20% of the ESF in each Member State will
have to be used to support this objective). The ESF
allocation will be established according to the needs
of each Member State, subject to a pre-defined
minimum, resulting in a total of at least €70 billion.
The new Youth Employment Initiative linked to the
ESF and worth at least 6 billion € will support the
implementation of the Youth Guarantee.

3. Fixing clear, transparent, measurable aims and
targets for accountability and results: Countries and
regions will have to announce upfront what
objectives they intend to achieve with the available
resources and identify precisely how they will
measure progress towards those goals.

4. Introducing conditions before funds can be
channelled to ensure more effective investments.
For example, "smart specialisation" strategies to
identify particular strengths and potential, business-
friendly reforms, transport strategies, measures to
improve public procurement systems, compliance
with environmental laws, strategies to fight youth
employment, early school leaving or to promote
gender equality and non-discrimination are all
necessary preconditions.

5. Establishing a common strategy for more
coordination and less overlap: A Common Strategic
Framework provides the basis for better
coordination between the European Structural and
Investment Funds (ERDF, Cohesion Fund and ESF
as the three funds under Cohesion Policy as well as
the Rural Development and Fisheries funds).

6. Cutting red tape and simplifying the use of EU
investments through a common set of rules for all
European Structural and Investment Funds as well

as simpler accounting rules, more targeted reporting
demands and more use of digital technology (“e-
cohesion”).

7. Enhancing the urban dimension of the policy by
earmarking a minimum amount of resources under
the ERDF to be spent for integrated projects in cities
- on top of other spending in urban areas.

8. Reinforcing cooperation across borders and
making the setting up of more cross-border projects
easier. Also ensuring macro-regional strategies like
the Danube and the Baltic Sea are supported by
national and regional programmes.

9. Ensuring that Cohesion Policy is better linked to
wider EU economic governance: Programmes will
have to be consistent with National Reform
Programmes and should address the relevant
reforms  identified through  country-specific
recommendations in the European Semester. If
necessary, the Commission can ask Member States
— under the so-called "macro-economic
conditionality" clause - to modify programmes to
support key structural reforms. As a last resort, it
can suspend funds if economic recommendations
are repeatedly and seriously breached.

10. Encouraging the increased use of financial
instruments to give SMEs more support and access
to credit: Loans, guarantees and equity/venture
capital will be supported by EU funds through
common rules, a broadening of the scope of their use
and providing incentives (e.g. higher co-financing
rates). The emphasis on loans rather than grants
should improve project quality and discourage
subsidy dependence (European Commission, 2013).

3. METHODS OF PROJECT APPLICATION

Croatia as a recent member of the EU has at its
disposal financial support available from the EU
funds. Until now, it was a means from pre-accession
funds, and in the future period the focus will be on
the structural and cohesion funds.

The conditions for Croatia were changing through
recent years in sense of forms and methods of
application to EU funds. The methodology has
progressed with a tendency of decreasing paperwork
and increasing the flexibility of application process
with the aim of faster and more balanced regional
development.

3.1. IPA' procedures for infrastructural projects

The application of project proposals to IPA fund had
procedures that differ from the procedures of the
Structural and Cohesion Funds. First of all, the

The complete application form (Part A: concept
note and Part B: full application form), budget
and logical framework needed also to be
supplied in electronic format (CD-Rom) in a
separate and single file (i.e. the application form
must not be split into several different files),
while FS/CBA, BoQ, TS needed be be supplied
only in electronic format (CD-Rom) in a
separate and unique file (e.g. the FS and CBA
must not be split into several different files) and
2-5 major drawings only in printed version..

Respondents highlighted the main advantages of
online applications: reduced paperwork, reduced
administration, promptness of processing
applications. The main disadvantages has recognized
in insecurity of online application, unreadiness and
lack of education of potential applicants for online
mode of application, insufficiently well-developed
system of online application, insufficient level of
alignment applications in paper form and online
application.

5. CONCLUSION

EU regional policy is designed to reduce economic
and social disparities between the member states by
assisting regional development. Its regional policy is
implemented by the Cohesion Policy of the EU.

Online applications of projects will certainly provide
a more efficient absorption of EU funds, but it is
necessary to inform and educate key stakeholders in
order to increase the number of applications by
facilitating the process of approving the funds.
