WOMAN IN A POLITICS: A LOOK FROM LVIV
Annotation

There are only 6 women (7%) among the 81 deputies of
the Lviv regional Council, and only 11 women (12%) among
the 90 deputies of the Lviv City Council. Not a single wo-
man from Lviv is present in the Parliament of Ukraine.

Official statistics in relation to participation of women in
executive power is also sad. According to the data of the Lviv
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Department of statistics on January 1, 2004, 100% of civil
servants -chiefs of the 1st category in Lviv region are men,
and 80% of chiefs of the 2nd category are men; but among
the civil servants-specialists of 7th category 79.8% are wo-
men, among 6th category — 71.9% are women.

The division of leaders at the local self-governments lo-
oks even worse. There we have 0% of women among the first
and second categories. And the third category has only
10.0% women. Unskilled everyday routine work at local
self-governments is executed mainly by women: there are
86.9% women among the 7th category of workers, 84.2% of
woman among the 6th category.

I do not think that in this aspect Lviv differs very much
from other regions of Ukraine.

I presume that after the coming elections in March,
2006, the number of women in Parliament and self-govern-
ments will be less than now. Why? In September, I read in
the local newspaper «Postup» that to get a passable (50th)
seat in a party list of one of the present ruling parties, it is
necessary to bring in 5 million dollars. Tell me please, how
many women will be able to afford such expensive politics?
How profitable this business must be, to cover for 4 years
such a substantial start-up capital. I think that regional lists
as well will be filled mainly with businessmen who will be
able to pay local parties expenses.

The eternal question is: what to do? Searching for an ans-
wer we in our organization have decided: to work with women,
to work with political parties, to lobby for changes in the legis-
lation, and to work with operating government and media.

A little into details.

I. If we want to increase women’s participation in politics
we have to simplify the following possibilities for women:

5. To understand the political system in Ukraine, chan-
ges in the legislation, and to open up information about ma-
in political parties in Ukraine, including, for example, in-
formation about the order of entry of this or that party, con-
ditions of membership, etc.

6. Remembering, that a good preparatory basis for parti-
cipating in politics is a person’s cooperation with non-
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governmental organizations, it iS necessary to support in-
volving women in public life and work (through the popula-
rization of NGO work, especially women’s NGO), through
the popularization of volunteer work, through the simplifica-
tion of access to information about really active NGOs in a
particular region, through the strengthening of NGOs, etc.)

7. To simplify the process of woman’s self-identification on
either to go in a politics or not. How? For example, to make it
possible for women to define what she should know and be ab-
le to do for successful self-realization in a politics, as well as
where and under what conditions it is possible to get such
knowledge and skills. I mean here knowledge, for example, of
self presentation, conducting discussions, ability to work with
large audiences, basic image making knowledge, etc.

8. Also we, as representatives of women’s NGOs, should
popularize the idea of political party affiliation among wo-
men. From my point of view, we have to show the real and
positive consequences of women’s participation indecision
making, because the stamp «dirty politics» is popular eno-
ugh, especially among women, to discourage participation.

I1. Work with political parties.

4. It is necessary to promote the level of present women-
members of already existing political parties. How? By en-
gaging them in the different activities, actions, projects, stu-
dies, and trainings, which are conducted by NGOs and wo-
men’s NGOs in particular, and by providing informational
and analytical support for influence on parties.

5. To conduct round tables and meetings with heads and
leaders of political parties with the purpose of persuading
them to include in the party statute provisions articles add-
ressing the necessity of women’s involvement and quotas
showing the number of female participants in electoral lists.

6. With our help parties should realize the expedience of
women’s participation in their work.

7. It is necessary to convince parties of the importance of
the publication of their electoral lists and reasons why one
or other person took this or that seat in a list.

8. During any contact with party activists (either during
meetings with voters or during other actions) we (women’s
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activists) have to raise a questions about the ways of this
concrete party and its seeing of promoting gender equality.
Possibly, through the course of time such quantitative re-
minders will pass to the quality changes.

I1I. Work on lobbying the legislation.

4. It is very good, that now we already have the law «On
ensuring _ equal rights and possibilities for women and
men». There is a foreseen real possibility of the application
of temporary positive measures. I think that at first, it is ne-
cessary to accustom our legislators to the idea, that in our
present conditions quotas may be the only possible way to
increase women’s participation in parliament; secondly, to
open __ a general discussion about the possible forms of
quotas.

5. Realization of the National plan of actions on the imp-
rovement of the position of women and assistance to the int-
roduction of gender equality in society during 2001—2005
will soon close. I think that it will be useful to organize acti-
ve public discussion of the next National plan of actions (li-
ke, for example, public discussion of the Complex program
on the elimination of human trafficking on 2006—2010). It is
important in this document to pay particular attention to the
support of women’s participation in politics.

6. A step to the real involvement of women in politics wo-
uld be, in my opinion, the abolition of deputy immunity. It
is not a secret that this is often the only reason which indu-
ces a lot of the Ukrainian men to get to parliament in any
possible way. I think that the abolition of deputy immunity
would positively influence increasing of number of women
in the electoral lists of parties on passable positions.

IV. Work with executive power:

4. The Decree of the President of Ukraine from July 26,
2005 became a good signal. Women’s NGOs have to ini-
tiate the possible collaboration on implementation of this
Decree (I mean, for example, trainings for civil servants,
identification of ways of ensuring equal rights and possi-
bilities for women and men jointly with governmental
institutions, discussion of the local positive special measu-
res, etc.).
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5. From one side authorities have to understand what
exactly women bring to power. It’s hard to over-estimate the
role of women’s NGOs in delivering this information to
them. From other side, the most widespread argument in
discussions with authorities’ representatives concerns the is-
sue of a few women in power. We hear: «Women do not want
to go into power». That is why it is important to support wo-
men who are willing to take positions in the governmental
organs. Soon we plan to publish two reference books: one is
a reference book on the «Professional women experts» and
the other is a reference book, «Women’s reserve», which
addresses governmental structures. This will be our argu-
ment against the statement that «Women do not want to go
into power». We hope that in Lviv women of media will be
seen as experts more frequently.

6. We conducted a comparative analysis of Ukrainian
and international (including EU) legislation. We show from
one side, how far behind the progressive countries Ukraine
is in the achievement of gender equality, and from the other
side, we take into account the orientation of our country to-
wards integration into Europe, and show which indexes ne-
ed to be attained, what criteria is used for evaluation of the
level of gender equality achievement, and what special state
bodies are used to help implement gender policy work in ot-
her countries.
