ASCETICISM AS ETHICAL CATEGORY OF
CHRISTIANITY (ACCORDING TO THE “LAUSIAC
HISTORY” BY PALLADIUS OF HELENOPOLIS)

In the study / focus on the concept of asceticism as important part of
Christian ethics, particularly on the issue how involving the biblical texts this
concept was constructed in the early Eastern Christian writings. | pay special
attention to the Prologue ofthe ‘Lausiac History" by PaUadius of Helenopo-
lis which develops andjustifies the idea of asceticism; there, biblical quota-
tions and references borrowedfrom different parts of the Scriptures are con-
nected and combined in a common context. Palladius intends to demonstrate
that the obseiyance ofthe Law is not as important as personalfaith; however,
he proves the necessity of being temperate in all things. The “Regulae mo-
rales” of Basil of Caesarea seem to have been the main source of conception
and ideasfor Palladius in his Prologue. The measure of the influence of this
ted on Palladius *work can best be described with the help of the concept of
intertextuality. Moreover, the Prologue is oriented to a secular audience; the
persistent claim to rigorous asceticism cannot be traced here. It is important
fact that, using for inspiration Basil3 “Rules’ aimed ascetic communities,
Palladius readdresses this elaborate argumentfor asceticism to a prominent
Christian official. So, the author of the “Lausiac History “tries to prove that,
according to Christian ethics, asceticism is a welcome feature of an exem-
plary Christian life.
