Since December 9, 1992, when the SB was formally chartered, its membership has increased to
This means that every fourth student at the UKMA is a member of the SB UKMA students hold the SE
high esteem. This is evident from the fact that four out of five students who are members of the Learne
Council are members of the SB.

The SB strives to serve as an example of unity among Ukrainian students who come to the UKI
from diverse regions of Ukraine, who espouse different religious faiths, and who subscribe to different
political persuasions. In contrast to the sorrowful experience of all former and still many highly central
rgefgimented organizations, the SB at the UKMA welcomes every initiative and innovation that affects s
life and her/his welfare, the learning process and academic activity. The SB consists of student clubs ar
associations whose diverse interests allow students to demonstrate their creative and professional aptitu

Such, for example, is the raison d'étre of the Center for Socio-Political studies - "the SuperPol".
[:I)_rincipal goal of the center is threefold: 1) to cultivate professional habits among political science stude

0 establish contacts with political and academic leaders of Ukraine; and 3) To maintain links with app
research centers in Ukraine.

Currently, we at the UKMA are in the process of approving the application of the Christian Clul
inaugurate its activity. The Club's aim is to focus its attention on finding appropriate means to bring Ch
unity in Ukraine. There already are plans to organize a conference on this problem and establish links v
Christian Student Org]anizations throughout Europe. Members of the Christian Club have suggested tha
church be opened at the UKMA.

The Literary Club has many followers. This is to be expected, because in the past the Club orgar
numerous evening sessions on the activity of Ukrainian and foreign writers. It is also possible that the
numerical strength of this Club and its good reputation has been influenced by the informality with whi
sessions have béen conducted.

. The Via Club has two principal goals in its activity: promotion of international contacts and

involvement in tourism. In pursuit of these goals, the Club has tried to find jobs for its members studyir
abroad; has sought to establish contacts with foreign legations in Kiev; has distributed information abot
gﬁg(%gglﬂltt)}es for studying abroad; and has attempted to organize a travel agency and a retreat for studen

. The SB, of course, is also involved in the educational process at the UKMA. This is to be expect
since the UKMA differs sharply from the educational process and methods that are still in use at other
institutions of higher learning in Ukraine. The introduction of a grading/rating system at the UKMA,, the
opportunity to transfer from one department to another, and the possibility for a student to select his/her
courses has posed a number of problems for some UKMA students. The SB has served as an interested
intermediary between student and administration interests.

The SB at the UKMA has also established close and friendly links with the Olzhych Foundation
Foundation has financed some of the cost of student housing and meals in various student dormitories, ¢
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ecological ethics that could pioneer the work in the field in Eastern and Central Europe. The
University is singularly well equipped to establish such a chair. The ecological situation in
Ukraine, moreover, makes this a particularly apt subject lor study in Kiev.

Above all the participants of the meeting of experts of UNESCO at the University of "Kiev-
Mohyla Academy' commend the initiative of the University to subject its programs to the expert
analysis of UNESCO. The UNESCO experts are unanimous in their high assessment of the work of the
Urrlliversity of "Kiev-Mohyla Academy' in the area of international cooperation on the educational
sphere.

Within the context of the programs and experience of UNESCO this University constitutes a
productive channel for the renewal and advancement of higher education, as well as perusal of
effective means of addressing the most pressing issues facing Ukraine today.

The Division of Psychological Adaptation

In February 1993 the Division of Psychological Adaptation began work at the
University of "Kiev-Mohyla Academy”. Its purposes are: 1) research into students’
adaptation to university study; 2) testing and evaluation of applicants for admission; 3)
engaging in psychology education; 4) provision of counselling services to students; 5)
conflict resolution between students and administrators; 6) research.

For the next academic year, the Division of Psychological Adaptation plans to pay
more attention to the psychological education of students, to hold training sessions, and
to attract students to practical and scientific research. Future plans include setting up a
“Dovira” hot-line service, and rooms for meditation and counselling.

The Division of Psychological Adaptation is located in room 205 - 207 of the
second building on campus. The head of the division Ol’ha Lysenko, Candidate of
Psychological Science.

The Friends of Kiev-Mohyla Academy

A body of The Friends of Kiev-MohéIa Academy, which was reconstituted in 1991, has inherited 1

(Vlasivka village in the Kirovohrad region).

The general conference of the Bratstvo on October 22, 1992, elected its Council and adopted its
by-laws. According to its provisions, any person can become a member o( the Bratstvo if he/she subscribe
to the goals of the Bratstvo and offers intellectual and material contributions to the revitalization of UKM;

In Augiust, 1992 the Bratstvo had nearly 2,000 members and its bank account totalled two million
karbovanets. In May, 1993, membership rose to 3,000 and its bank account was 68,334,020 karbovanets.

In 1992-93, the principal sponsors of the Friends of Kiev-Mohyla Academy were: the National Bal
of Ukraine, the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine, the Joint Stock Bank 'INKO", the Production Association
Bus Factory', Gradobank, and the Ukrainian Scientific and Production Firm 'Geoton'.

In the last ten months, the Bratstvo sponsored eight evening public lectures on such topics as: The
Organization and Activity of the Epiphany Bratstvo," 'Ukraine: Its Role and Destiny in the World,' 'A Rusi
Woman: Diplomat, Statesman and Poet,” *75 years of Ukrainian Independence: The Fourth Universal of tt
Central Rada,” and others. The Bratstvo also organized a conference on the topic *Rus of Crimea’, staged ¢
theater performance under the direction of R.Victiuk, and sponsored choir ensembles "Vidrodzhennia'
(Renaissance) and' Kiev", and a chaniber music conducted by Zinovii Zelynskyi.

RESOLUTIONS SUMMARIZING THE DELIBERATIONS OF THE
INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE OF UNESCO EXPERTS
meeting at the UNIVERSITY OF THE KIEV-MOHYLA ACADEMY

May 21-24, 1993

The meeting of experts of UNESCO notes with pleasure the rebirth, after an enforced 175-
year hiatus, of the first institution of higher education in Eastern Europe, the University of
"Kiev-Mohyla Academy". The University will again play a crucial role in fostering the growth of
learning, culture, science, and the humanities that will have an impact on the development of the
Ukrainian State.

We have studied the educational philosophy of this University, the principles of faculty
recruitment, as well as the material and financial base of this reborn institution.

We have concluded that on the whole the University is a worthy descendant of the Kiev-
Mohyla Atcademy and that, moreover, it fully meets the requirements of contemporary standards of
a university

The University has developed all the necessary preconditions for the education of broadly
based humanists who will become well-informed specialists.

Its program fosters the growth of the complete individual in the intellectual, spiritual and
scientific spheres.

The rapidly expanding important and distinguished exchange programs with American,
Asian, and European Universities bodes well for the future of this university.

Acknowledging the extent of work already accomplished, we offer the following suggestions
for the continued growth of this University:

that the University continue stressing the development of a broad based humanities
educatlon with a focus on history, philosophy, religion and the social sciences,
- that it strive toward the reduction of the number of required courses to enable the students to
immerse themselves more deeply into the subject matter and to profit more fully from the
advantages of interactive teaching and independent study,
- that the University clarify its relationship to the state keeping in mind the integral relationship
of the freedom of inquiry and scholarly endeavor,
- that the ministry of Education of Ukraine encourage the new and experimental nature of the
University of Kiev-Mohyla Academy, that it grants accreditation to the University that that it
studies this University as a model for changes in other higher educational institution in Ukraine
- that it continue expanding and enhancing its library resources, as well as the equipment for the
laboratories, actively seeking donations from other institutions.

Our meeting at the University of "Kiev-Mohyla Academy" also proposes to the Director
General of UNESCO that it study the feasibility of establishing at this University a UNESCO chair on
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360 periodical tides and 190 newspapers. The textbook division serves students
8rofessors and staff w.thin the UKMA. The reading room is open to local and foreign
Isitors to the campus.

In the reference collection are works of religion, mysticism, Amsterdam 1698,
Michael Hrushevsky s History of Ukraine — Rus' in 10 volumes, Petro Mohyla’s mass-
book of 1646 in reprint, the Ostroska bible of 1581 in reprint, Dante’s Allegories and the
Divine Comedy of 1890 illustrated by Doré. Special collections were donated by: Duke V.
Starytsky, numbering 18,000 volumes in Ukrainian, German, English and other
languages, with a collection of postmarks; Dr. V. Briouchovetsky, numbering 4,000
volumes on subjects in literature and languages; Prof. V. L. Rienburg, consisting of 430
Fublications on 18th and 19th century Slavic literature; a collection of ecological
iterature from the American “Green Library” Association; a collection from the
Krieble Institute of 200 books.

Working hours of the library are; Reading Room from 9:15 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.,
cl%sesd Sundays; textbook lending library from 8:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m., closed Saturdays
and Sundays.

DEVELOPMENT OF INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

The status of International University means a high reputation in the world, famous
scientific schools, a modern level of education, and excellent conditions for students. This defines
the foreign policy of the University of "Kiev-Mohyla Academy," the development and realization of
which is the main task of the International Cooperation Department.

The most important directions of the policy are:

" * Establishment of close relations with foreign universities and scientific
centers.

Agreements of Cooperation were concluded with the Pontifical Institute of Mediaeval Studies
(Canada), International Christian University (Vienna, Austria), Macquarie University (Sydney,
Australia), Institute of Advanced Studies (Vienna, Austria), INALCO /Paris, France/, James Cook
University (North Queensland, Australia), University of Illinoy (Urbana-Champaigne, USA);
another agreements with Dresden Institute of Slavistics (Germany), Warszawa University
(Poland) and some others are in negotiation.

In accordance with these agreements we are developing programmes of collaboration which
include joint research and Eublications, student and professor exchanges, cultural relations, as
well as information and books exchanges.

« Participation In diverse programmes and projects organized by charitable
foundations and international organizations.

Last year, 12 foreign professors taught full and short courses and worked as
administration advisors and consultants at the University, which became possible due to
sponsorship from the Civic Education Project, the Canadian Bureau for International Education,
the National Forum Foundation, etc.. The International Renaissance Foundation gave about 30
travel grants for our professors and students to visit foreign universities and research
institutions abroad for training and to participate in conferences, workshops, seminars, etc..

Now, a new project intended to support University administrative development has been approved
by the Higher Education Sponsoring Program (Soros Foundation). Several other projects
(Library Development, TEMPUS Project, etc.) are in the process of approval.

« Research collaboration with foreign universities and scientific centers:

There were established The Ukrainian-French Laboratory of Humanitarian Studies
(together with The Institute of Oriental Languages and Civilizations - INALCO, Paris, France);
Information and Education Center of Environment Protection (with the Environment Protection
Agency, USA).

The University held several international conferences and seminars. The most important of
these was the International Conference of UNESCO Experts (May 21-23, 1993), devoted to
evaluating of our educational curricula and academic courses. The conclusions of the Conference
confirmed the correctness of our development direction, and helped us to formulate more precisely
the main principles of education. The experts have applied to the UNESCO Secretariat with the
suggestion to establish at the University of 'Kiev-Mohyla Academy a UNESCO Chair on the
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jnder the direction of the deans, and assisting students in choosing a major; 6)
developing a trimester division of the academic year; 7) organizing an archaeological
summer school for foreign students.

For 1993-94 the Senate will attend to the following matters: 1) creating centers of
political and economic research within the UKMA; 2) establishing a division for social-
psychological research into the adaptation of students to the university environment;

3) setting up a Masters and a Doctoral programme at the UKMA,; 4) forming a museum to
be called “Kiev-Mohyla Academy”; 5) building a sound foundation and instilling a
strong motivation for secondary students working towards admission to the UKMA.

The Learning Process

The learning process at the University of “Kiev-Mohyla Academy” is designed to
give students mastery of the methods of research, and inculcate knowledge to allow
them to use these methods in practice. The Faculty of Humanities has already started
work abolishing the blank spaces in the history of Ukraine. Such activities are
organized under the departments of Philosophy and Religion, by the Center for Studies
into the Kiev-Mohyla Academy, by the department of Culture Studies, and by the
French-Ukrainian laboratory of humanist studies. We are planning to publish an
encyclopaedia and a history of the Kiev-Mohyla Academy in several volumes.

The system of teaching by the Faculty of Natural Sciences is organized so that
students, by taking various courses, are able to obtain an encyclopaedic education, in
studying ecology, biology and physics. Teaching and research in the Faculty of Natural
Sciences focuses on the work of its scientific laboratories, answering fundamental
problems in astrophysics, physics, optical methods of information gathering, ecological
chemistry, biotechnology, radiobiology and computer science.

Presently the laboratory of optical methods is working fruitfully deciding a
number of problems on the subject of holography. The laboratory of information
science is workin% on methods for language programmes, and computerization of
scientific research in biology.

The Faculty of Social Sciences is undertaking new research in the fields of
mathematics, sociology, and towards establishing a political research center.

The Mathematics department will research the strategy of economic development
in Ukraine by the methods of economic mathematical analysis.

The Political Science department is concentrating on the political realities of
Ukraine, the tendency of the development of political power and the consequences for
the citizens of Ukraine.

The Sociology department is engaged in teaching and research about the
connection between social structures and human behavior under today’s changing
conditions.

The Ukrainian-American Center of Ecological Education and Information was
founded under the umbrella of the university. Its goals arc to initiate modern methods
of ecological education and management in Ukraine, the exchange of information with
world ecological databases of ecological technology, and the development of research in
the field of ecological information, education and management.

The aforementioned centers wifi organize conferences, publish scholarly works
and monographs, create data banks, and compete for the best students’ work.

The Library

The Library began in February 1992 as an independent part of the University of
“Kiev-Mohyla Academy” to provide information services to students and faculty. The
library is divided into six divisions: 1) the book collection; 2) an international book
exchange; 3) receipt and preparation of new publications; 4) information and
bibliographical services; 5) a periodicals reading room; 6) textbooks and study aids. By
the first of May 1993 the library’s collection amounted to 90,000 items, 33,000 of which
are published in Ukrainian, Russian, English, German, French, Portuguese, Chinese,
Polish, Bulgarian, Hungarian, Romanian, Czech, Slovenian, Catalonian, etc.. Sixty
percent of the collection is in foreign languages, mostly in English. The Library holds

The University Senate

First clccted in September 1992 at a meeting of the founding professors and staff,
the Senate is the directing body of all activities of the University of “Kiev-Mohyla
Academy”. Senators are elected for six-year terms. The Senate, 1) decides academic
matters; 2) determines the general direction of scientific research; 3) creates and
reorganizes faculties, colleges, laboratories, subject commissions, scientific institutes,
university affiliations; 4) determines hiring policy; 5) establishes academic ranks, such
as Professorships and Assistant Professorships, on the recommendations of its grading
sub-committee; 6) sets admission standards and courses of study on the
recommendations of each faculty.

During the 1992-93 academic year the Senate considered 85 questions on study
and scientific research at the UKMA. Among the most important were: 1) creating
departments and scientific bodies; 2) introducing a grading system and guiding
independent student work; 3) conceiving the direction of the UKMAs scientific work;

BACHELOR OF SCIENCE TRAINING PROGRAM

The Bachelor of Science program, with a major in Natural Sciences, is
designed to provide students with a basic and specialized knowledge in the
Humanities, and the Social and Natural Sciences, and thus prepare them for
professional activity in their chosen field, as well as for graduate studies
leading to the Masters degree.

During the first two years of study, students concentrate mostly on
fundamental courses (General and Inorganic Chemistry, Basics of Biology and
Geology), and on basic elective courses. Each year the proportion of the
major and special courses increases.

The Faculty of Natural Sciences has a unique curriculum
organization, which  makes it different from all other such faculties
in Ukrainian institutes and universities.

The concept of the wunity of the organic and inorganic worlds in
nature is the basic principle of education in the Faculty.

During the first two years of studies, the student is expected
to acquire  fundamental  systematic  knowledge of all  basic disciplines
of the Faculty. The concentration of subjects in the chosen major
begins from the 5th - 6th term.

The student should graduate with a comprehensive and  systematic
knowledge of Physics, Mathematics, Chemistry, Geology, Computer
Science and Biology. In addition, the student is required to choose
some  courses in  the  Humanities and  Social  Sciences to  broaden
his/her world outlook and increase his/her cultural level.

The Faculty of Natural Sciences also offers a major in Ecology.
This program includes the following courses: Biochemical Bases,
Factors of Stability of Ecosystems and Landscapes, Theories of
Ecologic Risk, Ecology of Hydrosphere, Principles of Ecologic
Standardization, Anthropogenic Loading and Natural Resources,
Ecologic Security, Ecologic Processes of the Use of Nature,
Environmental ~ Ethics and others.

During the first two years of study, students concentrate mostly on
fundamental  courses, the combination of which follows from international
practice, and corresponds to the Ukrainian National Concept of humanization
of higher education, and on basic elective courses. Each year the proportion
of major and special courses increases. A great deal of time is devoted to
independent work by students.

In  accordance with the National Concept of higher education each
student is required to take at least one course of the following five major
directions: History, Sociology and Political Sciences, Economics
(Department  of  Social  Sciences), Philosophy, Culture.  Students have the
option to choose courses in the Department of Natural Sciences as well.

The curriculum of the program includes optional courses, research or
teaching practice, successful writing of essays, term papers and passing of
tests and examinations based on the University rating system.

The Bachelor of Science degree in Humanities requires, in accordance
with the major chosen, the completion of a minimum of credits and the
defence of either a qualification thesis based on independent research or a
thesis of an exploratory nature.

This  Faculty offers the opportunity to acquire basic knowledge
in  Philosophy, Religion, History and Theory of Culture, Fine Arts,

Literature, and Psychology. Three concentrations are offered:
Philosophy, Cultural Studies, Religion. Interdisciplinary
specializations are  also  possible  under the purview of the Faculty,
as well as a combination of majors in Humanities ~ with ~ some

speciality of the Social or Natural Sciences Departments.

During the first and second years, students take required
courses .in the History of Philosophy, Religion and the Bible, the
History of World Cultures, Literature, Art and Linguistics. The
broad introductory  character of these courses is intended to lay the
foundation for advanced studies in the Humanities, should the
student  pursue them as a field of  concentration.  Otherwise  these
courses provide both a comprehensive humanistic knowledge as well as
the intellectual  skills to cope with advances in the Sciences and
Social Sciences.

During their third and fourth years students take special
courses in  their  concentration and seminars under the  supervision  of
qualified scholars. At the same time, they conduct independent
research projects in their  core departments - Philosophy, Religious
Studies, Cultural Studies, Ukrainian or foreign languages, or at
affiliated research centers.

Upon gaining a Bachelor of Arts, students with a demonstrated
ability for research are admitted to the Master of Arts program,
which requires two years of  full-time studies. Within this time
students  focus on  courses in  their chosen  field, conduct research
under the supervision of their advisors, pass a comprehensive
examination and write and defend a thesis. Masters of Arts  degrees
qualify  students to work in institutions of higher learning, and in
state and private professional establishments.

Students with Bachelor of Arts degrees can also acquire
additional skills in such applied fields as teaching, journalism,
management, translation, social work, etc..

Highly qualified teachers and professors, both from Ukrainian
and foreign universities, teach courses in the Department.

Students  enrolled in the  Department have the  opportunity  for
the harmonious  development  of  their  personalities. They  can attend
the Theater Studio, the Fine Arts Studio, and sing in the
University Chorus. They are encouraged to meet with leading
Ukrainian writers and artists and with prominent public and
political figures visiting the University, and to see international
films which are shown in the Cinema courses.

BACHELOR OF SCIENCE TRAINING PROGRAM
The Bachelor of Science program, with a specific major, is designed to
provide students with a basic foundation of general and  specialized
knowledge in their chosen field. Course offerings provide intensive training
necessary for students planning to pursue an independent career in their

j) To receive guidance about transfer to other institutions of higher learning, including
those abroad;

k) To take advantage of the available University owned craft-workshops, educational,
sport, and health facilities and to display safe and healthy attitude towards education and
work;

I) To organize student institutions of self-government at UKMA and participate in
discussions and resolutions of problems affecting the educational process, research, and
other matters;

m) To elect and to be elected to the Learning Councils of the University and of the
Department;

n) TO take examinations ahead of the scheduled time provided all prerequisites have
been met;

0) To work in his/her free time.

5.6. Every student of the University is obligated:

a) To complete on time all assignments stipulated by appropriate educational and
scholarly programs;

b) To pay tuition on time;

¢) To abide by all provisions of this Statute and University Rules and adhere to legal and
ethical norms of coexistence.

Any student who violates provisions of this Statute or University Rules pertaining
to students will face either a disciplinary action, or a financial fine, or be even expelled
from the University.

5.7. Any UKMA student who has excelled in his/her education or academic work
may receive a stipend the amount of which is to be determined by the Rector.

Students also may receive additional forms of social and financial help from
sources that are allowed by the national law.

5.8. Any student who has completed all academic prerequisites is eligible to take
final qualifying examination. Its results are judged by the Qualifying Examination
Committee whose members decide what rank the candidate is entitled to receive and
who also issue him/her a diploma affirming that he/she has completed higher education.

Student who were enrolled only part-time at the University receive an appropriate
affidavit.

5.9. Students who had successfully completed their education receive assistance
from the University in finding jobs.

University ~ status ~ The  University  of  ‘Kiev-Mohyla  Academy’ is an
international, nongovernmental, academic, Independent
Institution ~ of  higher  learning.  Instruction at the  University is  secular
and free from influence by government, political parties, public and
religious  organizations;  financially, the University relies on student tuition,
charitable  donations from sponsors, partial budget support from government
bodies and organizations, and on its own commercial activities. It is not
accountable to the Ministry of Education of Ukraine; its curricula are set up
by its faculty, which takes into consideration not only Ukrainian but also
international demands and needs for training professionals; citizens of any
country are welcome to study at the University; faculty is recruited from
among the finest professionals; educational programs are based on the
newest  achievements in  science and  scholarship.  Professors enjoy the
freedom to choose their curricula, forms and methods of teaching, thus
reflecting various world views, concepts, theories and the newest scientific
discoveries.  Original educational programs, prepared for and introduced into
the learning process, are mostly based on the principles of a liberal arts
education.

University Structure - At present there are three faculties at the

UKMA,;

Faculty of Humanities which trains specialists in philosophy,
cultural studies, religion.

Faculty =~ of  Social Sciences which  trains  specialists in  economics,
sociology, political science and government, history.

Faculty — of  Natural  Sciences which  trains  specialists in  ecology,
radiology, biology, physics.

Students are free to plan their course of study - to select a great
portion of their courses, and to declare their future specialization. They are
also free to change their specialization, and choose independent courses or
pursue a double specialization. A system of credits has been established
to facilitate this process. Top students will be given the opportunity to
travel abroad for one or two semester/trimester exchanges.

Languages of instruction at the University are Ukrainian and English.

The present academic program offers only a Bachelor’s degree, but
over the next three years, programs leading towards Master's and Ph.D.
degrees will be introduced.
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universities; and that attending this University will be a great honor not only for young
Ukrainians but for young people from other countries as well.

The UKMA

Ukraine's gaining of independence in 1991 was de jure, but for the de
facto development of the nation it is necessary to resolve several problems,
among which is the especially difficult one of training  world-class
professionals, who can ensure the political, economic and cultural
development of Ukraine, and its successful integration into the community
of developed nations.

The current system of  professional training was established  under
totalitarian  conditions, which exercised very tight control over raising and
educating children, without  attention to  their creativity  and without
continued renewal of the teaching process. As a result, there is a noticeable
absence of properly trained professionals, painfully evident in the present
efforts to introduce a market economy which is based on a fully democratic
society. Practically all existing institutions of higher learning are
governmental, and hence, dependent on political whims and unable to follow
their own initiative. Also, during the last few decades in Ukraine, teaching
and research have been split, inasmuch as all basic research has been
conducted by the Academy of Sciences, an institution which is not concerned
with education.

In order to change this situation, it is imperative to introduce in
Ukraine a modern system of higher learning, based on the latest
achievements in  the most advanced countries; to  educate  professionals
independent of economic and political ideologies; and to combine teaching
with research of actual problems of science and social development.

With such goals in mind the University of “Kiev-Mohyla Academy' was
established as a non-state-run, international institution of  higher learning.
The fulfillment of these goals is augmented by its rich and illustrious
heritage.

The  outdated methods and  programs of  Ukrainian  post-secondary
institutions, adopted under the totalitarian  regime, hinder the expeditious
adaptation to present demands, the ability to prepare world-class
professionals, and to introduce an educational system following the example
of the finest European and North American universities. A quicker and more
effective way to introduce such a system is to open a completely new,
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Education at our University is, as a general rule, based on tuition. Tuition is paid
by governmental and non-governmental bodies, individual Ukrainian citizens, and those
who live abroad, and students enrolled at the University. Students who excel in their
studies can expect to receive some financial help from the University.

Foreign students attend the University on the the basis of international
intergovernmental agreements, with the support of international organizations, and In
accordance with agreements and contracts the UKMA has concluded with other
countries.

Upon successful completion of a specified educational program UKMA bestows
upon its students B.A. and M.A. degrees.

Funds for the upkeep of the University and renovation of facilities on its historic
site come from the national budget, and from voluntary contributions by enterprises,
organizations, institutions and individuals in Ukraine and abroad.

In order to carry out its assigned tasks the UKMA, on its own or in co-operation
with Ukrainian and foreign partners, organizes enterprises, institutions, insurance
companies, business and educational centers, banks and their affiliates in Ukraine and
abroad, as well as development funds to assure its financial independence.

UKMA's home-base is the historic site of the Kiev-Mohyla Academy in Kiev
located between the Kontraktova Square and Skovoroda, Naberezhno-Khreschatytska
and lllinska Streets. By a decree of the Ukrainian Government a good number of
buildings located on this territory has already been transferred to the UKMA.

What kind of plan do we have?

When the University will at last secure control over the entire historical territory -
from the Kontraktova Square to Dnipro - a new, contemporary University city will emerge.
It will include such restored precious architectural pearls as: the Epiphany Cathedral; the
Old Academic Building; the House of Halshka Hulevychivna; the Church of the Holy
Spirit; the Belfry; the dormitory; and cells. There will be separate buildings for each
college and the library. There will be student dormitories, cultural facilities, exercise
rooms and equipment, and quiet corners for peaceful contemplation...

We also dream that henceforth the University will attract the best scientists, artists
and lecturers, and the most talented young students from all corners of our country so
that, together, with hard work and creative energy, we will participate in the rebirth of our
spiritual heritage and in the building-process of a new Ukraine.

But most of all we dream that this University, like its illustrious Academia
predecessor at the peak of its activity, become a true educational, scientific and cultural
center of our country; that it emerge as an equal partner of leading European and world
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... And what about today?...
Because we have the honor to consider ourselves as heirs to and promoters of the
illustrious traditions of the Kiev-Mohyla Academy, our institution of higher learning was
founded on a new premise. First and foremost it has re-emerged as a bona fide
University -- a status which the Ukrainian intelligentsia had already demanded in the
18th century. But most importantly, this University has been organized as an
independent, internally-oriented scholarly institution to participate in the development of
Ukrainian science and culture.
The following are our basic goals and ambitions:

1)To establish Shis University as the principal learning, scientific and educational center in Ukraine and t
on a par with leading international universities;

2)To train highly-qualified specialists in the humanities, the social and natural sciences, and other branche
learning in a way that will simultaneously offer them needed education along with practical scientific exp

3)To offer our students the opportunity to satisfy their personal, intellectual and spiritual needs in their qu
attain basic education, high qualifications in their chosen field, and in seeking B.A. and M.A. degrees;

4)To engage leading Ukraman and forei scholars to help solve educational and scientific problems; and
5)To expand the sharing of scientific hformation, the latest cultural and educational trends, and publicatiol

All activities at the University are based on high principles of humanism and
enlightenment and are regulated by international law, as well as applicable laws of
Ukraine.

The University is a self-governing institution. It has complete freedom to determine
its own budget, full autonomy to decide its administrative structure and to organize its
educational-scientific process. It grants compete freedom to its faculty members to select
their educational and research methods and content, and complete independence to its
students to plan their education and scholarly programs.

We are trying very hard to enable our students and faculty members to have, at
their disposal, the latest educational means and equipment - such as books, supporting
technology, audio visual equipment and other essential items and supplies to conduct
scientific experiments in laboratories.

The education process at this University revolves around daily studies that are
secular in content and are free from any interference by political parties or by civic and
religious groups.
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Administrations.  The  Academy's  graduates provided national leadership in
may spheres of public and political life. And given the international cast of
the school, the principles of scholarship, moral and public leadership and the
commitment to a synthesis between Eastern and Western approaches to
thought spread from the Academy well beyond Ukraine's borders. The
Academy thus actively contributed to social progress. For over 200 years,
the Kiev-Mohyla Academy was a major center for research, pedagogy, the
arts and letters and the spread of the ideas associated with the
Enlightenment.

But matters were turning worse for Ukraine. With time Ukraine was
turned into a colony and funding became very difficult for the school. The
Academy  sustained yet survived damage by fire to various buildings,
including its library. What fire couldn't achieve, however, politics did. In
1817, against protests and efforts by the Kiev community, the Kiev-Mohyla
Academy was closed by order of the Czar. The site was reopened two years
later as the Kiev Theological Academy, all secular components having been
removed. Many of the traditions of rigorous study and academic culture,
however, managed to remain intact. This would change radically with the
coming of the Revolution of 1917.

Jn 1920 the Library of the Academy burned down. That same year the
sitt was handed over to the Dnieper Fleet Command while the OId Academic
Building was given to an affiliate of the Central Library of the Academy of
Sciences of the Ukrainian S.S.R . By 1967, the site was to become the Higher
Political School of the Navy of the U.S.S R.. This would be its roie until the
declaration of Ukrainian Independence in August of 1991. By the following
month,  the  Ukrainian  Parliament  voted to re-instate the  Kiev-Mohyla
Academy on her historical territories as an independent and first private
university in Ukraine.

Amidst ceremony and with the participation of Ukraine's political,
educational, cultural, military and community leadership, the University —was
officially re-opened on the 23rd and 24th of August, 1992. The first
students were admitted the following month. The 200 year career of this
distinguished  school, interrupted by a 175 vyear silence, was now available
for recovery, restoration and future development.

1 the role of educator is taken
broadly, 4 great number of the graduates followed this path -- many were
teachers, many others bhecame editors, translators, publishers, and occupied
high chuih offices in Moscow, Pelersburg, Smolensk, Viatka, Rostoy (he
Greal.

In other cities,
Kiev-Mohyty Academy schools were founded, as well as numerous libraries.
Alumni of the Academy. headed by Stefan lavarskyj, founded the first
Stavie-Grug Latin Academy in the Russian Ewipire.  For many years, alumni
of the Kigy-Mohyls Academy were rectors, pro-réctors ‘and teachers at (his
new school  lavited to St Petersburg, Pheophan Prokopovych, with the
assistancy of giher graduates, founded the Academy of Arts and Sciences in
that eity 40d the Russian Empire.

The great historical importance of the Kiev-Mohyla Academy was
expressed by the Archbishop of Smolensk. Gideon Vysnetskyj. when he
wrote

There were a grear number of deeply educated men at the Kiev-
Manyla Academy, and all of Russia drew constamily on it's sources.

Thus the Kiev-Mohyla Academy played a profound role in the socio-
political. devetopment of Ukraine, in the re-birth of Ukrainian culture. and in
exposing krainian youth to world civilization, arts, letters and learning.

The Academy further produced many diplomats, government officials
and Ukpginian leaders Among its graduaies were a whole series of Hetmans
of both Uikraine and the Zaporozhian Kozak Host:  luras' Khmelnytskyj, lvan
Vyhovskyj. Pylyp Orlyk, Danylo Polubotok, Ivan Palij and Danylo Apostol,
Other  graduates held office in Regimental and Divisional Centers and
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Mykola  Bantysh ~ Kamens'kyj. ~ Another  graduate was Maksym  Berlinskyj,
reputed to be the author of the widely-read work, History of the Rus' People.

Along with the humanities and astronomy and higher mathematics, the
natural and applied sciences were also studied. Not a few of the giaduates of

the Academy became distinguished medical doctors . The medical faculty of
the academy also produced an indigenous school of pediatrics. Among its
most noteworthy proponents were Petro Pochorets’kyj, Nestor

Maksymovych,  Matryn  Terekhovskyj and Ivan Poletyka, as well as the
honorary ~ member of 20 foreign academies, Danylo Samoilovych. Among
other distinguished graduates of the medical faculty were the
ophthalmologist losef Kashens'kyj Hapyta as well as the first professor of
medicine in  Russia Konstantyn  Shepit. The first locally-born  professor  of
veterinary  medicine, lvan  Andrievs'’kyj, also graduated from the medical
faculty.

The school of fine arts of the Kiev-Mohyla Academy was to have a
significant influence on the development of visual arts in Ukraine, Russia,
Belarus and  Serbia. Among the graduates were  well-known  engravers,
portraitists , painters and others. Among the best-known were the artists
Dmytro Mehura, Leontij Tarasevych and Hryhorij Levyts'’kyj. A number of
architects trained at the academy — among these Ivan Zarudnyj and Ivan
Hryhorovych  Barskyj whose  architectural ~ work, both sacred and secular,
reflected the development of an indigenous architectural style — the
Ukrainian Baroque.

Not only were the plastic arts an important aspect of the Academy's
program, so were the lively arts. The Academy represented its own musical
universe: art song, instrumental music, choral art and composition flourished
at the Academy. Two of the three greatest choral composers of the age —
Maksym  Berezovskyj and Artem Vedel’ both studied at the Academy. Not
only were composers trained, but also many famous singers and musicians.
The Academy also boasted the development of an indigenous school of
drama. The graduates of the school then extended the tradition of Ukrainian
theater into Russia, Belarus, Moldavia and Serbia.

For its day, the Kiev-Mohyla Academy had an enormous library made
up of over 12,000 books and manuscripts. The library was originally
founded by Petro Mohyla and continued to expand. The school was a main
center for learning, research, the arts and sciences for over 200 vyears. The
students of the school were keenly aware that they were the inheritors of a
long tradition of the love of God and morality -- they were also aware that
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— providing that such a person was a Byzantine Christian and could
demonstrate  talent for scholarship. Thus ¢ the student population of the

Academy represented all levels of Ukrainian society — the aristocracy, the
military elites and well as rank and file of the Kozak Host, bourgeoisie,
peasants and the clergy. The size of that population varied — at times there

were only a few hundred students, while at others over two thousand. The
academic year began on the first of September. Following an interview,
students were assigned to one of eight classes. Demanding, the complete
term of study lasted 12 years.

The Kiev-Mohyla Academy provided an extensive curriculum.
Languages were studied — Church Slavic, Ukrainian, Polish, Greek, Latin and
Biblical Hebrew. In time French, German and Russian were added. Language
played an important role — not only the study of foreign language, but

language as such: a great deal of attention was paid to poetics, rhetoric, world
literature, philosophy and theology. The Kiev School of Poetics soon formed
around the Academy. The linguistic study of the Ukrainian and foreign
languages was  promoted.  History and  geography  were taught alongside
mathematics and astronomy. Mathematics included mechanics, pneumatics,
physics, optics and architecture. At the end of the 18th Century, economics
and medicine were added to the school's courses of study. The latter was to
have profound intellectual consequences for Ukraine.

The arts and humanities were also actively cultivated at the Kiev-
Mohyla Academy. The foundations for what was to become a new Ukrainian
literature  were laid at the Academy. Among the school's graduates were
distinguished  writers,  publishers, linguists and poets — among these were
figures such as Kasian Skovych, Alexander Metura, Lazar Baranovych, lonkyj
Haliatovsky, lepophany;j Slavynetskyj, Simeon Polotskyj, Dmytro Tuptalo,
Metrophan Dovhalevskyj, Heorhyj Konyskyj, Hryhoryj Skovoroda, Simon
Todorskyj, Vasilij Hryhorovych Barsky and others.

An indigenous Ukrainian school of philosophy was born at the "Kiev-
Mohyla  Academy."  The  founding  fathers  were  Inokentij  Hizel', loseph
Krokovs'kyj, Pheophan Prokopovych, Stefan lavors'kyj, Teophile Krolyk,
Mykhailo  Kozachens'kyj and, perhaps the best known, Hryhorij  Savych
Skovoroda. Alongside philosophy, students  studied history, with equally
distinguished  results.  Indeed, the best Ukrainian historians of the 17th
Century were graduates of the Academy. Among these were Pheodosiy
Safonovych; the chroniclers of the Kozak military  Brotherhood's uprisings,
Samovydet's, Samijlo Velychko, Hryhorij Hrabianka, Petro Semonovs'kyj,

Academy. Following the death of it's first rector and patron, the Kiev
Academy became the Kiev-Mohyla Academy. Until the opening of the L'viv
University in 1661, the Kiev-Mohyla Academy was the only advanced school
in Eastern Slavic. And until the Slavico-Byzantine Latin  Academy  was
opened in Moscow in 1701, the Kiev-Mohyla Academy was the only Eastern
Orthodox school of advanced education.

The school would enjoy its next significant period of development
during the Het'manate of Ivan Mazepa. Mazepa was deeply concerned with
establishing an  independent  Ukrainian state. No less a  visionary than
Mohyla  and  Sahaidachnyj before  him, Mazepa  clearly  understood  the
Academy's mission and how an independent state could benefit from it. He
actively supported the school, both morally and financially. Kiev, following
the Kozak revolt of 1638, came wunder the ‘"protection” of the Czar of
Muscovy. Mazepa's careful politics with Peter 1, led to the award of the
Czar's certification of the Academy in 1694. Accreditation was re-confirmed
1701, eight years prior to the next Kozak efforts at re-establishing an
independent  Ukrainian state and their defeat at the Battle of Poltava. While
Kozak  efforts at independence  failed, the school they had  supported
continued to flourish.

The Kiev-Mohyla ~ Academy  adopted Western European pedagogical
principles. Nonetheless, the Academy was deeply rooted in Slavic Byzantine
Orthodox traditions, Ukrainian national culture, language, history and
religious  inheritance. ~ The  synthesis of  Eastern and  Western  European
cultures which was to develop at the Academy guarantied it an outstanding
place among the noteworthy schools of advanced learning in Europe. This
synthesis was to have a deep influence on teaching and research at the
Academy itself: the cultivation of national traditions in the context of an
active pursuit of the unity of scholarship and the spirit of religious
ecumenicity. All of this made the Academy attractive not only to the youth
of the whole of Ukraine, but also to youth internationally. Students came to
the school from Russia, Belarus, Moldavia, Wallachia, Serbia, Bulgaria, Croatia,
Dalmatia, Hungary, Greece and other countries — from as far away as France.
Quickly the Academy became a very international school.

The faculty of the Academy was firm in its belief that advanced
education liberates not only the mind but also the social position of people.
Efforts were made to draw as many young people to the school as possible.
The first statute of the Academy declared that any free man, regardless of
social standing, from anywhere at all, was to be allowed to enrol in the school
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woman, donated land and substantial funds for the construction in Kiev of a
monastery, dormitory and school. Her will was that any talented and
promising child, regardless of class or social position, be admitted to the
school. The first group of children were ceremonially led into the newly-
formed school by two of the best-known and most highly-regarded
pedagogues and educators of the time — Ivan Boretsky, then recently elected
first rector of the new school, and the Father Superior of the Kiev Caves
Monastery, Isaiah  Kopyns'kyj. Halshka Hulevychivna's dream, a dream that
represented the hopes of a nation, saw the first gleam of daylight.

The Kiev Brotherhood, originally organized as patron of the Library of
the Kiev Caves Monastery, immediately came forward as protector and
sponsor of the new school. Soon the school received the patronage of the
newly appointed and influential Father Superior of the Caves Monastery,
Yelesej Pietenetsky. But the school received it's most substantial sponsorship
when the Hetman of the Zaporozhian Kozak Host, Petro  Konashevych
Sahaidachnyj enroled himself and the entire army into the Kiev Brotherhood.
The school now had the support of Ukrainian spiritual, political, social as well
as military structures and elites. Soon the new school was united with the
oldest Eastern European school, that of the Kiev Caves Monastery — at that
time wunder the rectorship of the able and visionary Petro Mohyla. The two,
now united, schools, were established on the lands bequeathed by Halshka
Hulevychivna to the Kiev Brotherhood.

Petro Mohyla was chosen as the first rector of the newly-united school,
now called a College. He was also to become one its most influential patrons.
One of the most educated men of his age, Mohyla was a scholar and educator,
and was energetically involved in political and church affairs. His goals were
as demanding as they were simple and logical: to arouse and raise the
dignity of his fellow citizens as masters on their own, hard-worked, land.
Ukraine at that time was part of the Polish Commonwealth. The Polish
nobility was very reluctant to award the new college advanced educational
status, self-government and permission to include Orthodox theology in its
curriculum.  The masters of Ukraine at that time understood that this new
college would provide a basis for the re-birth of a nation that this very
aristocracy had worked so brutally and consistently to destroy.

Regardless  of  government  opposition, and particularly due to the
quality of the faculty gathered at the school, by the 1630s and 40s the
college became one of the distinguished schools of Europe. At this time the
college went through its next phase of development and became an

The  University of the "Kiev-Mohyla  Academy” welcomed its  first
students in the fall of 1992. Through the efforts of the community, nation
and  government,  Ukraine's  first  independent and  private  university = was
opened as the successor of the famous Kiev-Mohyla Academy. The "new"
university  inherited not only the name of the former academy and its
physical ~ buildings and territories, but also its traditions and intentions of
academic and pedagogical excellence.

The Kiev-Mohyla Academy was born at the beginning of the 17th
Century. This was both a demanding and dynamic historical moment for
Ukraine. The political and social situation of the day called for highly
educated  writers, publishers, educators and teachers, legislators and judges,
statesmen,  poets,  philosophers,  architects, and  thoughtful  theologians.  The
challenge was to find such people trained in the traditions, and responsive to
the needs native to  Ukraine. To be  effective, the hoped-for new
intelligentsia had to be educated within Western European traditions. There
were two reasons for this: on the one hand this new intelligentsia had to
represent the aspirations and struggle of the Ukrainian people
internationally; on the other hand, this new group had to protect their people
from the processes of de-nationalization and systematic oppression that the
Ukrainian people were suffering at the hands of the various empires that
sought to overwhelm Ukraine. Thus, among the extant intelligentsia of that
age, it became clear that if Ukraine was to re-establish herself as a nation, a
school had to be established to provide a basis for the education and
development of a new and expanded intelligentsia.

Thus the origins of the University of the "Kiev-Mohyla Academy" lie in the
humble beginnings of the school of the Kiev Brotherhood. On October 15,
1615, a well-known citizen of Kiev, Halshka Hulevychivna, a wealthy Kozak



A word to Students

One academic year has passed since the Kiev-Mohyla Academy was reestablished. It was a
very challenging year that abounded in hard work for professors and administrators of our University, as
well as for our students, who worked with new ideas and new concepts. We offered new programs and
experimented with new pedagogical learning and processes. We introduced an entirely different rapport
between professors and students. Finally, we also established solid contacts with foreign universities
and participated in international conferences, colloquia and seminars. We are very proud ol our
successes, and ready to correct our mistakes, acquire new experience, and start new initiatives.

During our first year of existence we have always felt deeply indebted to our true friends for their
steadfast trust and support and, conversely, we were profoundly shocked by the vulgar attitude of our
adversaries-A few maliciously prophesied that thanks to nation-wide inflation we will never succeed. Our
students responded to this nonsense by issuing "“funny-money". Someone pointed out that our modest
library holdings were inadequate, and questioned how our students could learn under these
circumstances. Well, in just one year our library holdings now have over 90,000 items. Most of these are
unavailable in any other ibrary in Ukraine. Some rectors, who were unprofessionally jealous, belligerently
suggested that we would never secure the services of highly-qualified professors. As it happened,
leading scholars and pedagogies came to us. During the same time, 12 foreign scholars recognized our
serious intent, during the first year of our existence came and ottered diverse courses at UKMA.

Our adversaries alleged that we have erected a "Chinese Wall', and have separated ourselves
from the experience of other institutions of higher learning. Actually, we have been trying to synchronize
our practices with the best foreign achievements. Without familiarizing themselves with our long-term
educational plans and programs, our critics declared them to be unsound. Actually, at a conference
organized by UNESCO (the first such conference in the history of that organization), and attended by a
number of experts, UKMA received a very high mark for its efforts. A few die-hard critics even accused
us of fomenting Ukrainophobia. Serious people in Ukraine and abroad consider our activity to be a real
sign of the spiritual renaissance of the Ukrainian nation.

This does not mean that we are free of problems, mistakes and setbacks. They are with us, and
we will constantly try to analyze them and seek ways to solve and overcome them.

I welcome all new students to UKMA and invite them to join us in the process of reviving our
illustrious Alma Mater.
