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Power, deceptive norms and epistemic rights

Richard Bell
Leiden University

On Steven Lukes’ account, power is the capacity to secure
compliance. I argue that it is norms that one finds themselves
compelled to comply with, namely social, epistemic and linguis-
tic norms. Such norms can be deceptive in several ways. First,
deceptive norms can endorse false judgments. Second, norms
can lead to true judgments being hidden or repressed. Finally,
the deception can lie in the fact that norms themselves are hid-
den or unnoticed. Some examples of deceptive norms are:

— Fake enthusiasm of Linkedin: people are thrilled, excited,
honored and happy to share their updates. Obviously, this is a lie
in most cases. The social and linguistic norm of enthusiasm is
deceptive and generated by the structural market powers.

— Lying is a prerequisite of being a CEO, yet no one is willing
to admit it. Again structural power seems to undermine the vir-
tue of truthfulness.

— Russians kill, rape and torture innocent people because of
their conviction of superiority over impure corrupted nations. In
this case, power is exerted by concrete agents and imposes false
epistemic and linguistic norms (i.e. disinformation and propa-
ganda).

— Blue-collar workers accept their objectively inferior status,
believe that money has absolute value and inflation is a kind of
law of nature. Such false beliefs result from deceptive norms cre-
ated by institutions.

For the relevant communities it is difficult if not impossi-
ble not to follow these norms, and oftentimes even to realize
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the existence of the norm and its deceptiveness. At the same
time, the norms are morally objectionable and thus ought to
be recognized and rejected. In my analysis, I articulate a clear
conception of deceptive norms and explore their relation-
ship to power in politics, corporations and society. Once
deceptive norms are defined and their moral objectionability is
established, I argue that epistemic rights are best suited to pro-
tect people. Any other tactic such as exposing deception is prone
to struggle with norm-generating powers on equal footing and
is likely to yield to strong powers. Rights, on the other hand,
by their nature are highly suitable to fundamentally counteract
powers of any strength.

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Phenomenological analysis of refugees’ experience

Two hermeneutical perspectives focus on subjects’ experienc-
es in philosophy: phenomenology and psychoanalysis. While
the first focuses on embodied direct experiences of conscious
beings, the latter works with unconscious and repressed experi-
ences. A growing number of research studies in phenomenology
and psychoanalysis have focused on migrants' experiences and
have been written from their perspectives (Ahmed, 2000;
Sénchez, 2022; White, 2021). By giving a voice to marginal-
ized communities, e.g., migrants, phenomenologists have found
that they share a need to unite to stitch together the past, which
they left at home, and the present (Ahmed, 2000, p. 91) and a
common perspective on life (Sinchez, 2022, p. 61). They have
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characterized such life as lacking a feeling of home and full of
nostalgia and dreams about returning (Sinchez, 2022, p. 69), as
well as feelings of being out of place and considered strangers in
new countries (Ahmed, 2000, p. 78). Psychoanalytic research
has shown that the main characteristics of migration are loss
and grief that people need to go through after losing their homes
(White, 2021, p. 30). However, psychoanalysts mainly work with
repressed grief. Moreover, they consider grief a transitory feeling
people go through before their libido can find another object to
replace the one lost. On the other hand, the phenomenological
study of grief proposes to view it as a boundless process connect-
ing people with loss, whether of a person or a country, long after
it happens (Ratcliffe, 2023).

Although migration research shows that people’s identity is
connected to home, which is true for anyone, whether a migrant
or a refugee, it lacks a description of experiences when home is
taken from you. Such experience is common for both internally
displaced people and refugees fleeing from war. The question is
how their experiences differ from the migrant experience. If they
flee their homes due to danger, some of them must go through
refugee camps first as asylum seekers and, from the beginning,
feel out of place and encountered as strangers. Does it make their
experience more traumatic than what migrants go through?
To answer such questions, one should refer to phenomenology
because the psychoanalytic approach can be applied directly
as part of the relationship with a therapist, as it works with yet-
to-be-symbolized experiences. In contrast, phenomenology
can help to describe direct experiences without building such
complex relationships. Moreover, it provides a more nuanced
understanding of loss and grief connected with migration and
asylum-seeking.

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Death in War and Postmemory: The Liminality of Memory
and the Experience of Loss

The war is still ongoing, but eventually it will end. And the
memory of it will live on too — not only among living witnesses
but also among their descendants in the form of postmemory.
The author of the term Marianne Hirsch (2012), describes this
phenomenon as, “...the relationship that the ‘generation after’
bears to the personal, collective, and cultural trauma of those who
came before — to experiences they ‘remember’ only by means of the
stories, images, and behaviors among which they grew up” (Hirsch,
2012, p. 9).

The liminality of the phenomenon of post-memory lies
in its status, which exists on the border between personal ex-
periences and historical construction of narratives, because
postmemory manifests itself not only in family stories, but also
in cultural narratives, memorial practices and, ultimately, in
national identity. During the Russo-Ukrainian war, Russia not
only attempts to change the political map but also seeks to re-
shape the memory of the past, presenting its own narrative as the
truth. This reinforces the fact more than ever that the memory
of tragic historical events can serve as a battleground for ideo-
logical struggles and as a tool of soft power propaganda. Nelly
Bekus (2022) describes the phenomenon in which memory be-
comes a battlefield, stating, “The Russian aggression in Ukraine
has taken the idea of ‘memory war’ from a symbolic field where the
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struggles over the meaning of the past have been waged, to a literal
battlefield”(Bekus, 2022).

Post-memory is not stable, because it changes depending on
the socio-political context. Nevertheless, this change is especi-
ally noticeable during the war, when society encounters a state
of uncertainty in the transition between trauma and its under-
standing, between traditional practices of memory and modern
challenges, etc. Today, Ukrainians are forced not only to rethink
their history and identity but also they are faced with the task
of reflecting on and experiencing this transition to a new state —
where memory ultimately becomes the basis of nation-building.

The liminality of post-memory manifests itselfin this process
of transformation of national narratives, which in the form of a
policy of decommunization could be observed since 2014. And
with the beginning of the full-scale invasion, the work launched
to free ourselves from imperial and colonial narratives gained
extraordinary speed. It is obvious that post-memory is a power-
ful way of transmitting traumatic war experiences. Especially in
the wars of the twenty-first century, which are distinguished by
the complete documentation of the bloodiest and most intimate
moments when children learn about the death of their parents
from videos on the Internet. And therefore we must adapt to
these challenges and Ukrainian memorial practices that would
be ready for historical challenges and respond to the demands of
new generations, moving away from the Soviet legacy.

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Thomas Carlyle on intellectual resistance to the
Everlasting No

Thomas Carlyle in Sartor Resartus defines the most radical
crisis of human life as the moment of denial of the Everlasting
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No as the first consciously free action, where the Me, realising
its freedom, “stands up, in native God-created majesty”, finding
a fixed centre for further Conversion. The encounter with the
Everlasting No occurs due to external circumstances and the
spiritual-intellectual search (Carlyle, 1896, pp. 133-135).

This Baphometic Fire-baptism reveals life as warfare against
the modern world’s moral desert of selfishness, warfare with no
promise of victory at the end, but blessed by the Author of the
World. Warfare is obligatory for every human being created by
God in the world after Christ’s Ecce Homo era establishment.
Warfare is a way to obtain not Happiness but Blessedness
through the love of God to establish the Everlasting Yea, going
into Eternity without being swallowed up by the waves of Time
(Ibid, p. 157). The only way to wage this warfare is to work and
produce eternal products of genuine labour. The genuine labour
of the Craftsman, for the sake of daily bread, conquering the
Earth for man, and the genuine labour of the Thinker, conquer-
ing Heaven, producing the “bread of Life” (Ibid, p. 182).

The Thinker’s labour, approaching Heaven, primarily re-
turns others to Reality. This exploration and correction is
accomplished in eternal crisis. Since human life is short, this la-
bour is a “post of danger” where failure leads to death as eternal
oblivion. Such labour will be a test of oneself against Nature, the
forces of the Everlasting No and human ignorance for the sake
of Humanity and the affirmation of God’s Justice and plan (Car-
lyle, 1897, p. 271).

Everyday life becomes an area of constant compulsory strug-
gle for affirming the Everlasting Yea. The approach of Heaven
must remain a hero-defining marker; it cannot be imputed to ev-
ery man since such a duty for everyone at once would leave no
space for the Hero’s labour. Since heroic labour is the driver of
history and the cause of the change of epochs in Carlyle’s system,
defining everyone as heroes would mean the end of time. The
transfer of things from the realm of shadows into Visibility, not
only through intellectual but also through social constructing
activity (Oliver Cromwell, William Pitt) becomes an import-
ant addition to the universal compulsory warfare against the
Everlasting No. The Hero realises cycles of the eternal meta-
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morphoses of society, accelerating the realisation of God’s plan
in full (Malin, 1961, p. 161).

Thomas Carlyle declared human life to be a constant crisis
and a constant warfare with the Everlasting No. Heroes make
the most significant contribution to it, bringing Heaven clos-
er and making the course of history possible. In revealing the
Author of the World plan, the approach of Heaven increasingly
becomes the Thinker’s task. With further practical application,
intellectual research becomes the primary practice of resistance
to the Everlasting No.
