THE PROBLEM OF DIFFERENCING THE CONCEPTS
OF "CREATIVE ACTIVITIES" AND "CREATIVITY"

Today, the development of creative activities issue is relevant to almost
all areas where the man operates. The new concepts appear, and the
existing concepts concerning the phenomenon of creative activity are
clarified and specified. Such concepts include the concept of "creativity",
which often substitutes the concept of "creative activity." Sometimes they are
used as synonyms, especially when translated from a foreign language.

There is therefore the need to clarify the difference, to delineate, to
differentiate sometimes very close and even content-matching concepts of
"creative activity" and "creativity". It should be noted that it is required to
refrain from categorical differentiation of these concepts, since there are
both clear, pronounced differences between them, and thin enough facets
creating the effect of interpenetration.

The term of "creativity" was introduced into the scientific circulation by
psychologist J.Guilford. He and his colleagues made one of the first attempts
to highlight the signs of creativity and to measure it (by tests). J. Guilford
identified the following signs of creativity: the ability to set a problem, flexible
generation of a variety of ideas, originality, capability to improve the object
etc. [MNcuxonorivHa eHumknoneis/ Astop-ynopsgHuk O.M.CtenaHoB. — K.:
"AkagemBuga", 2006. — 424 c.]. Hence, this term first appeared in American
literature in the middle of the last century. In our opinion, the unprecise and
inexpedient use of the term of "creativity" rather than the term of "creative
activity" and vice versaoriginates partly from translated literature. In English,
the word "creativity" has two meanings: 1) general-creative activity
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
