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THE ROLE OF ENGLISH LEXICAL NEOLOGISMS IN ENRICHMENT OF
MEDICAL TERMINOLOGY

This article highlights the role of neologisms of the English language in the
sphere of medicine in enrichment of modern language vocabulary, as well as causes
and ways of their appearance in terminology. The process of implementation of a
word into the lexical system of the language and at the same time — acquirement of
skills of using new words, notably assimilation of communicative and pragmatic
competence by the native speakers, is described.

Actuality of the article is stipulated by the general strategy of foreign
languages studies. This strategy is emphasized by the demands of up-to-date society
and the level of development of psychological, pedagogical, and linguistic sciences.
The essence of most modern methods is that the studying process takes place on the
condition of constant interaction between students and instructor. That is why it is so
important for a teacher to know which methods are better to be used in different
situations in order to reach the best result.

The target of the article is to suggest a number of examples of methodical
work in lesson planning based on the ideas of suggestology method.

The main material. To our mind the aim of a teacher of foreign languages is
not only to explain the material, but also to stimulate interest towards the subject
among students, especially freshmen. It often happens that students don’t feel at ease
in the new surrounding, avoid taking part in conversations, feel shy and embarrassed,
even if they are ready to answer. Others, on the contrary, being really poor in the
subject are afraid of making mistakes and also prefer to keep silence. In such
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occasions some aspects of suggestology method, which Dr G. Lozanov worked out,
are expected to help.

Suggestology is the science about the use of suggestion in studying first of all
foreign languages and techniques in fast reading. It also involves speeded up
harmonious development of personality and exposing different reserved abilities —
memory, intellectual activity, creative talents etc. We decided to highlight some of
the ideas of this method.

1. Creating of appropriate atmosphere for students to master speaking
skills with the help of removing psychological barriers that might appear in
some situations.

In such cases we address to students only by their first name, try not to interrupt
them even if they make mistakes because of lack of vocabulary. We encourage other
students to help the speaker with words and we never neglect the student’s point of
view. Correction of mistakes we keep for the end of his speech. For instance, while
mastering an oral theme «Food» the students can be involved in one of several
everyday situations. We suggest setting up a potluck. The students are recommended
to make at home and bring to the lesson their favourite dishes. Also they should
prepare a detailed recipe of their dishes. After laying the table all members of the
party share their recipes with their mates and welcome them to have a try. Some
special phrases for conducting a dinner are written on the board and students use
them during the conversation (bon appetite, enjoy your meal, have another helping,
have a bite, pass the salt, please etc). The students are relaxed, the lexical and
grammatical structures are being «consumed» with the meal eagerly and easily.

2. Connection between teaching and personal interests and motivation of
students.

While working with the theme «Appearance and clothes» the students are asked
to organize a Fashion Show. Some of them are models, demonstrating incredible
costumes, the others are the experts of vogue, making description and analysis of the
presentation. The students are given some specific clichés beforechand and they are
being trained by the speakers during the show unintentionally. Another example is
topic «Travelling». After gaining sufficient vocabulary the students organize a tour
around Podil. First they study the map of Podil district and choose the place of
interest they would like to speak about. They work out the shortest and most
convenient route to their place and find the materials in the special literature
recommended by the teacher. All of them become tour guides and feel very proud of
giving interesting and unique information to the audience.

3. Mastering the speaking material in the atmosphere of a game,
transformation, with the help of language, intonation and gestures; dramatizing

works of known authors, which helps to direct the attention of the students from
the form to the process of conversation itself.

Students can be encouraged to perform works of Shakespare or Lewis or any
other popular authors. The use of the costumes and accessories help them transform
into other creatures and heroes and forget that they «study the language». Also,
learning by heart dialogues and dramatizing them helps students remember specific
vocabulary and use it in further speaking and writing. At the end of the theme
«Medicine» students organize a press-conference with «experienced doctors» who
work at emergency unit. The «reporters» make their stories of different accidents and
ask questions how to behave in certain situations. The «doctors» give professional
and detailed recommendations, often showing with gestures how to perform some
medical manipulations. And while studying the theme «Housing» the students
become «architects and constructorsy». They give presentation of their dream-houses,
drawn on a sheet of paper giving explanations in front of the audience.

Conclusion. Thus, following these recommendations and examples based on the
mechanism of suggestion with the use of unintentional irritants, a teacher might
receive some methodical help for organizing an interesting and fruitful lesson, when
the students forget about being assessed, when they are involved in the process of
everyday life, and when the motivation plays an important role in mastering the
foreign language.
