(3) The Minister for the Armed Forces (Mr
Andrew Robathan): The Ministry of Defence under-
takes regular assessments of potential military
threats to the Falkland Islands to ensure that we
retain an appropriate level of defensive capability
to address any such threats. There is no current evi-
dence of the intent, or indeed capability, to launch a
credible military threat to the south Atlantic. How-
ever, we remain vigilant and committed to the pro-
tection of the Falkland islanders.

Mr David Hanson (Delyn) (Lab): What assur-
ances can the Minister give the House that the Falk-
land Islands will remain as well defended after the
comprehensive spending review, following the com-
ments of generals and others in the military over the
weekend about the potential pressures on the
defence budget in future?

Mr Robathan: I think I can assure the right hon.
Gentleman that the islands will remain well
defended. I spent four months of my life in the Falk-
lands Islands back in 1989 and know the strategic
situation there. 1 know that the British previous
Governments, are determined that the Falkland

Islands will remain British for Government, like
as long as the Falkland islanders wish them to be
so.

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MAIN CONTENT-ANALYTICAL CHARACTERISTICS OF BRITISH
PARLIAMENTARY DISCOURSE (ON THE MATERIAL OF THE DEBATES

The article presents a concise review of content-analysis and defines its place and importance in the
system of linguistic research. Using qualitative and quantitative principles of analysis of Written Ministerial
Statements in the Houses of Commons the authors define the main contrastive typological and content-
analytical characteristics of this discourse and make conclusion about its nature.
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
