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MACROECONOMIC IMBALANCES IN UKRAINE:
MIP SCOREBOARD MONITORING AND MODEL ESTIMATES
OF THEIR IMPACT ON GROWTH AND STABILITY

Abstract. Among the acute problems of the last decades world economy development, the
article deals with the problem of identification and monitoring of macroeconomic imbalances,
which is especially relevant for countries of different size, geographical location and role in
geopolitics. For Ukraine, which has chosen the European path of development, the adaptation of the
European methodology for identifying imbalances is one of the homework tasks that involves
building a system of micro- and macro-prudential policies that can mitigate the negative impact of
existing ones and prevent the emergence of new imbalances.

In the context of the need for timely identification of macro-imbalances that hinder
economic dynamics and lead to the unfolding of financial and economic crises in Ukraine, the
scientific novelty of the study is to carry out an analytical and quantitative assessment of the
external and internal imbalances scales, that were accumulated in the domestic economy, and the
empirically test of hypotheses regarding their negative impact on economic growth and stability.

On the basis of the European Macroeconomic Imbalance Procedure (MIP Scoreboard), was
conducted to analyze the dynamics of the main indicators, that indicate the presence of imbalances
in the foreign and domestic sphere, and the labor market in Ukraine. In particular, the long-term
nature of the imbalances is indicated by the monitoring of indicators: current account balance, net
international investment position, export market share, real effective hryvnia exchange rate, general
government gross debt, youth unemployment rate.

The conducted regression analysis and econometric models, constructed for the period
2001—2018, confirmed the presence of statistical influence of the dynamics of indicators, which
are the main indicators of imbalances in the MIP Scoreboard, on the growth of Ukraine. The
realization and estimates of the probit model confirmed the high likelihood of a crisis in the short
term due to the accumulated and the formation of new imbalances in various areas of the Ukrainian
economy,that is threatening and may lead to a decrease in the country’s competitiveness, and to
financial instability.

The authors emphasize the need to develop and implement into national practice the MIP
Scoreboard procedure, taking into account national specificities for early detection of stability
threats and timely crisis prevention, since the accumulated problems, in addition to their negative
impact on economic dynamics, can also have negative socio-political consequences.
