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CONCERNING THE RECONSTRUCTION OF THE WAY OF LIFE
OF CATTLE-BREEDERS OF THE STEPPE ZONE OF THE NORTHERN
BLACK SEA AREA

Despite the thought that reconstruction ofthe way of life ofthe ancient societies is the first and
simple, to some extent, stage ofreconstructions in archaeology, the literature review on this problem,
especially concerning the reconstruction ofthe way of life of the steppe zone cattle-breeders, shows
the dissociation ofthe viewpoints and the existence ofthe opposite ones. The comparison ofthe dif-
ferentpoints ofview and the review ofthe archaeological sources enable the limitation ofthe varia-
tions on the ways of life with the mobile one. Though in specifying of the notion the author is not
inclined to define it as nomadic, paying attention to the complex character ofthe economy and limi-

tation ofmobility.
