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Abstract

The proposed theses reveal that aesthetic Marxism in China had
a dual mission — to criticize the internal contradictions of
revolutionary hegemony and to offer a constructive vision of culture
in a post-revolutionary society. This is the value of Chinese
aesthetic Marxism, the implications of which go beyond China proper
in the world of global cultural criticism. Moreover, being non-
Western, Chinese aesthetic Marxism deliberately questioned the
inherent Eurocentrism of Marxism. If this Eurocentrism is to be
challenged and problematized, the questions posed by Chinese
aesthetic Marxists cannot be ignored.
