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1 Introduction

The Russian-Ukrainian relations were often very problematic. Multiple gas® and trade
disputes (Stern 2006: 2), tension regarding border demarcation (Wachsmuth/Silvestrow
2003), territorial disputes regarding the Crimea peninsula and other problematic issues
accompanied the Russian-Ukrainian relations. Generally speaking, before 2014, they
were very dynamic and instable because of different political forces in Ukraine came to
power: pro-European and pro-Russian political parties. During the term of the pro-
Russian president Viktor Yanukovych, the pro-European opposition parties started mass
political protests because president Yanukovych refused to sign the Association
Agreement with the European Union?. Starting on 21 November, 2013, the protests ended
on 22 February 2014 with the overthrow of the pro-Russian government and the pro-
Russian president, who has escaped in Russia®. However, not only the change of
government was a result of the mass protests, but also many casualties in consequence of
the confrontation between the police forces and protesters®. The Ukrainian parliament
appointed the snap presidential elections at 25 Mai®°. Until this moment, the political,
economic, social and security situation in Ukraine was very instable and acute. Since the
escape of Yanukovych in Russia, the Russian armed forces started a hybrid occupation
of the Crimea Peninsula using the difficult situation in Ukraine®. However, it is necessary
also to highlight that the instability in Ukraine was a result of the Russian hybrid war

against Ukraine among other factors.

1.1 Russian annexation of Crimea and Russian hybrid war in Ukraine 2014

The Russian-Ukrainian conflict started with the annexation of the Ukrainian peninsula
Crimea in 2014 as a reaction to the Ukrainian political crisis 2013-2014. As a result of
the crisis, the pro-European government came to the power in Ukraine again. These

Russian actions caused a strong negative reaction of the European Union, Germany,

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France, the USA and many other countries. The former German chancellor Angela
Merkel stated about it: ,,Vladimir Putin is violating international law with the
unacceptable Russian intervention in Crimea “’. Shortly after the annexation of Crimea,
the combat actions were started in the Donbass region by the pro-Russian and Russian
forces, which shocked Europe with intensity. The conflict caused a large number of
refugees from the East Ukraine. At this moment, the Ukrainian government was
negotiating with the European Union (EU) about an association agreement between
Ukraine and the EU. According to the Russian foreign minister Sergei Lavrov, Russia has
a claim to retain the Ukrainian political neutrality®. As an answer to the Russian
aggression in Ukraine, the EU, the USA and Canada imposed sanctions against Russia® .

The foreign ministers of the NATO-states made a common statement: ,,We, the Foreign
Ministers of NATO, are united in our condemnation of Russia’s illegal military
intervention in Ukraine and Russia’s violation of Ukraine’s sovereignty and territorial
integrity”’°. The new international conflict in the Eastern Europe kept European countries
in suspense because the war could flare up again at any moment. This situation created
continued instability in the European region. The European Commission, Germany and
France made a lot of efforts in order to resolve the conflict as quickly as possible. Through
the mediation in the different formats (Normandy format, Minsk format, Geneva format),

there were many attempts to resolve the conflict.

The first negotiations were held within the framework of the Geneva format. The High
Representative of the European Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy, and
foreign ministers of the United States, Ukraine and Russia met on April 17, 2014 in order
to find a common resolution of the Ukrainian crisis'!. The parties made a common
statement that all illegal groups have to be disbanded and it has to be provided an amnesty
for the participants of protests and mass riots!?2. A few days earlier, the Ukrainian
authority started an Anti-Terrorist Operation in order to stop the mass riots and to disarm

the illegal armed groups in the east regions of Ukraine. The second attempt was made on

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June 6, 2014 in the Normandy format, in which presidents of Ukraine, Russia, France and
the German Chancellor participated. The first result was establishment of the Trilateral
Contact Group, in which the OSCE was a mediator between Ukraine and Russia® . But
this mediation was not successful therefore the active combat actions continued. After
bloody and heavy combats and the shooting down of the Malaysian Airlines passenger
plane, the conflict parties signed on the first Minsk agreement (September 5, 2014). The
first agreement consisted of armistice, but this was not fully implemented because

intensity of the conflict was still very high.

In the context of the heavy military defeat of the Ukrainian army around Debaltseve town,
the second Minsk agreement was signed on February 12, 2015. President Putin, President
Poroshenko, President Hollande and Chancellor Merkel participated in the negotiations.
The second agreement was signed by the representatives of the contact group. This
agreement consisted of 13 articles: armistice, withdrawal of heavy armament, amnesty of
participants of the conflict, liberation and exchange of prisoners of the war, restoration of
the Ukrainian control of the Russian-Ukrainian border, local elections, withdraw of the
foreign troops and armament from Ukraine, disarmament of the illegal combat units,
amendment of the Constitution of Ukraine with establishment of a special status of the
NGCAs in the Donetsk and Luhansk regions (Zellner 2018: 165-171).

1.2 Russian invasion of Ukraine 2022

The Russian invasion of Ukraine on 24 February, 2022 has crossed out all peace efforts
made since 2014. Obviously is that the both Minsk agreements will be never
implemented. Since 2021, Russia prepared for the invasion of Ukraine, amassing
approximately 200 000 troops along the border with Ukraine*. Despite attempts of
negotiations by the leaders of Germany, Austria, France, the United Kingdom and the
USA in order to avoid the full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine, the Russian president
gave the order to start the invasion, which caused probably the biggest war in Europe
since the end of the World War I1.

President Putin in his speeches shortly before the invasion expressed different claims to
Ukraine regarding the right to statehood, legitimacy of the Ukrainian state regime, desire

to defend Russian ethnic groups within Ukraine and other conflict issues in order to justify

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the invasion. At the same time, the Ukrainian President Zelensky expressed readiness to
defend the country and to negotiate with the Russian president in order to avoid to
invasion, and later to stop the war. This paper explores conflict issues perceptions of the

Russian-Ukrainian conflict and compare the two-opposite point of views on this conflict.



2 Literature Review

The Literature Review of this paper is divided into two pieces — study of the Russian-
Ukrainian conflict and study of Conflict issues. Generally speaking, both research areas
are not well studied. The studies of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict cover very different
aspects of the conflict, especially regarding geopolitical issues. However, there is still a
necessity of further researches of this area. The studies of the conflict issues are also
undeveloped, there is a lack of qualitative case studies with a strong theoretical basis.
Most researches in this field are large-scale and high-grade studies.

2.1 Russian-Ukrainian conflict

An identity aspect of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict in the contested areas was studied
by Gwendolyn Sassea, and Alice Lackner. They tried to trace an identical change of
perceptions of population of the Donbass-region through using of survey data®® of four
categories of population: government-controlled areas (GCAs), Russian-occupied areas,
internal displaced persons and Ukrainian refugees in Russia. Scholars found out that
Ukrainian citizenship is the main identical form in the GCAs and among internal
displaced persons. It was stated that national identity among these categories of
population became stronger than before the conflict. On the contrary, among refugees in
Russia and population of the Russian-occupied areas, Ukrainian citizenship has been
weakened. It was also clarified a linkage between religious confessions and identity
perceptions. Parishioners of the Moscow Patriarchate of the Orthodox Church report
feeling less Ukrainian, but more Russian or mixed identity. The same in the case of self-
identity in the form of Ukrainian citizenship — parishioners of the Moscow Patriarchate
demonstrate a weak self-identification through Ukrainian citizenship as a main identity.
Regarding language self-identity, it was stated that population of the Donbass region is
more loyal to the Ukrainian language (or at least to the binary identification “Ukrainian-
Russian”) than before the conflict. In general, this research supports a hypothesis of the

reinforced political unity in Ukraine (Gwendolyn Sassea/Alice Lackner 2018: 153).

The national identity question of Ukrainian population was also studied by Taras Kuzio.
He claimed that the Ukrainian national identity will be changed because of the conflict

with Russia. This change is influenced by three factors. The first factor is reduction of

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political influence of pro-Russian parties (Communist party, Party of Regions and
Crimean Russian nationalists). It became possible because of the Russian occupation of
the Crimea peninsula and areas of the Donbass region. The pro-Russian parties lost in
these regions many voters. The second factor is a significant increase of patriotism
because of the Russian aggression. It provoked patriotic feelings of Ukrainian-speaking
people, but also of Russian-speaking Ukrainians in the South-East regions of Ukraine.
The third factor is “anti-Russian sentiments” in all regions of Ukraine, that were provoked
by the Russian aggression (Kuzio 2015: 164-165). Generally speaking, the Russian
aggression in Ukraine positively impacts on the Ukrainian national identity, uniting
ethnically different groups of population, that speak different languages.

Another dimension of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict is European security architecture
issues. This conflict showed up a strong difference of political philosophy and values of
elites between Russia and Europe, especially regarding security issues. Putin’s regime do
not try to pretend to be liberal anymore. They stake on the power politics and influence
in the international system. Trying to avoid isolation, Russian elites claim to be a full
partner of a new security order in Europe. According to Putin, Europe has to recognize
Russian interests and spheres of influence. But at the same time, the Russian desire to
seek an agreement with NATO-countries shows an awareness of limitation of own

capacities therefore they need to seek a partner (Averre 2016: 718).

However, the Russian project from Lisbon to Vladivostok cannot be realized because no
legal agreement with Russia is possible (Averre 2016: 719). Russia does not accept any
engagement with Europe, trying to rely only on trade and economic relations. That is
impossible to include Russia into Western security system without acceptance of
European normative values and without reforms of political and economic order (Averre
2016: 720).

The economic-military balance between Russia, Ukraine and NATO was discussed by
Christopher Mark Davis (2016). He stated that “conventional military capabilities in
Europe” of Russia and NATO are not equal. Because of essential reduction of military
budgets of many European NATO-states, Russia has gained an advantage over European
armies. Obviously, the same situation comparing Ukrainian and Russian “conventional
military capabilities”, which allowed Russia to annex Crimea peninsula and to start a
hybrid war in eastern Ukraine. It was also criticized the effectiveness of the economic

sanctions imposed against Russia. Because of the lack of participation of major world
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economies, the sanctions against Russia had only “negligible macroeconomic impacts”
(Davis 2016: 191). Moreover, the sanctions did not have any essential impact of the
Russian public opinion or elites (Davis 2016: 192).

Jukka Korpela (2016) discussed roots of the Russian aggressive foreign policy not only
regarding Ukraine, but also in general. As a successor state of the Soviet Union, Russia
has an obligation to be a protector of former Soviet citizens. This view of the own role
could be a basis for further expansion using of the Russian citizenship as an instrument
of expanding of the Russian claims and Russian influence on the territories of the former
Soviet republics (Korpela 2016: 251). Another pillar of the Russian expansion is the
Russian Orthodox Church, that tries to unite all Orthodox Christians in the world under a
myth of “Holly Russia”. Moreover, the Russian government expands its influence using
a concept of necessity to protect Russians and Russian culture in the world. The Russian
Orthodox Church and the Russian government has the same policy and the idea of “Holy
Russia”, that internally legitimates the Russian interventions of the former Soviet
republics. According to this policy, former Soviet republics are not independent states,
but a part of the “Holy Russia”. Especially in respect of Ukraine, that is a very important
part of the “Holly Russia”. This ideological structure legitimizes not only the annexation
of the Crimea peninsula, but also the whole Ukraine. Moreover, that is very important to
emphasize that the “Holy Russia” covers not only the former Soviet republics, but also

all territories, that were under the Russian state ever (Korpela 2016: 251).

Another part of studies of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict is studies about the conflict
resolution and mediation. Hanna Shelest (2016) provided an initial discussion of this topic
in her article about the European mediation and providing peace in East Europe. She
considered motivations of member-states of the EU to participate in the mediation process
in Ukraine. One of the motivations was the idea of unity of Europe and the termination
of conflicts in Europe. Another reason was defense of the own borders against instability
and the spillover-effect (Shelest 2016: 482). In the article, the question of an armed peace
mission in Ukraine was also considered. Shelest stated that the EU did not have sufficient
capacity to enforce the military peace mission. Another argument was that the EU was a
mediator of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict, therefore there was a risk to lose the mediator
status. In order to enforce the peace mission, it was necessary to establish the armistice
between the conflict parties, which has never been completed sustainably (Shelest 2016:
482-484).



Patricia Daehnhardt stated that in order to change the Russian foreign policy, it is
necessary to reshape the "strategic context" (Daehnhardt 2018: 525). Political isolation of
Russia was an effective tool. On the other hand, it was also important to force Ukraine to
achieve the peace. From this perspective, the Association Agreement between the EU and
Ukraine was very beneficial because deepening of the European integration of Ukraine
had a positive effect on Ukrainian democracy, human rights situation and Ukrainian
economy, which increase chances of successful conflict resolution (Fischer 2019: 33).
Although, the Western sanctions against Russia and the positive stimulation of Ukraine
through financial aid and European integration played a very significant role, these
measures were not sufficient to force the conflict parties to the peace process. The conflict
parties conducted negotiations and concluded some type of peace agreements (Minsk I,
Minsk I1), but the peace process was stopped very quickly and none of the points of the

agreement was fully implemented (Fischer 2019: 34).

Paul D'Anieri (2019) took a different point of view. The author used distinguishing of the
two versions of the realistic theory: "offensive™ and "defensive” (D'Anieri 2019: 5). Under
the condition of the “defensive” theory, an agreement with Russia was theoretically
possible, but it was not clear what model of behavior Russia had (D'Anieri 2019: 6).
D'Anieri claimed that the Western idea of the peacemaker institutions that bring peace to
Europe is very utopian. On the contrary, he emphasized that peace by satisfying aggressor
is also impossible (D'Anieri 2019: 27). A potential resolution of the conflict depends on
the Russia's foreign policy strategy. In order to clarify this question, it was very important
to determine whether Russia is "defensive" or "offensive". One should not forget what
motivations and goals Russia follows, whether they are revisionist or opportunist
purposes (D'Anieri 2019: 26).

Helen Sjursen and Guri Rosen (2017) also discussed on the question of the sanction policy
against Russia. They attempted to clarify how the EU member states made the common
decision on the sanction policy against Russia. Many EU member states had close ties to
Russia in various economic sectors. Russia was a major supplier of natural gas in Europe
and the Russian sales market played a major role for Greece, Italy, and the Netherlands.
For this reason, this decision was controversial because it clashed with the national
interests of the member states (Sjursen / Rosen 2017: 32). Sjursen and Rosen found out
that the EU member states agreed to the common sanction policy because they have

international obligations to maintain the principle of sovereignty and self-determination.

It was also discussed whether the EU is able to take quick and effective decisions
regarding the mediation process. The common sanction policy was an important
instrument of the mediation process to force the conflict parties to peace therefore it was
very important that the EU foreign policy was able to implement necessary measures. The
researchers claimed that the Common Foreign and Security Policy is undeveloped
because the decision-making process is “ad hoc” therefore there is a great uncertainty.
For this reason, the ability of the EU, as a participant of the mediation process, to support

the process is controversial (Sjursen / Rosen 2017: 33).

Pal Dunay discussed interests of the conflict parties and problems of the mediation
process. A major difficulty with the second agreement was security. The local elections
in the NGCASs® in the Donetsk and Luhansk regions must comply with the Ukrainian
law, but the second agreement did not provide any information on who should ensure
safety and compliance with the Ukrainian law and how. The issue of security and the rule
of law was very tense in the region. The second agreement did not contain any
information on how the transfer of power must take place in the NGCAs. Another issue
facing the two conflict parties was a question of the legitimacy of the peace agreement.
The idea of special status of the separate territories within Ukraine was quite unpopular
in the society, so right-wing political forces attempted to influence the decision-making
process (Dunay 2018: 133). For this reason, the Ukrainian government was very limited
in its decision-making options. The author suspects that Ukraine was interested in
freezing the conflict because conflict resolution was too complicated for the Ukrainian
government. On the other hand, the conflict was very beneficial for Russia in terms of the
internal legitimacy of the Russian authority (Dunay 2018: 134). Thanks to the annexation
of the Crimean Peninsula and the conflict in the Eastern Ukraine, Russian President Putin
gained great popularity in the Russian society (Dunay 2018: 134). Because of this, the
idea of conflict resolution was not popular. A great progress of the implementation of the
peace agreement would be perceived as a defeat in the Russian society (Dunay 2018:
136).

Another discussion on this topic is the analysis of the EU's foreign policy towards Ukraine
in the context of the mediation efforts. Taras Kuzio claimed there were three factors that
made EU-policy towards Ukraine more difficult. First is that the EU renounced the
prospect of membership for Ukraine. Instead of membership, the EU proposed limited

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integration in some European institutions. This European position slowed down the
process of democratic reforms in Ukraine because there was a lack of positive stimulation.
Compared to the financial aid for the EU-candidate countries, the financial aid for
Ukraine was much less. A second factor is that the EU, according to Kuzio, had a wrong
opinion about the Ukrainian administration. It has been very difficult for the EU to
understand logic and purposes of the Ukrainian leadership. Thirdly is that the EU had the
wrong understanding of the Russian domestic and foreign policy. The EU has long
ignored the Russian threat and the aggressive rhetoric of the Russian foreign policy
towards the post-Soviet region (Kuzio 2017: 115). These three factors made the European
response to the Russian aggression in Ukraine difficult. In the mediation process in the
Minsk 1 and Minsk 2 formats, Germany and France had weak positions because they
wanted to solve the Ukrainian problem as soon as possible therefore they were ready to
accept the Russian conditions (Kuzio 2017: 116). Although the Minsk 1 and Minsk 2
agreements were signed, in fact no implementation of the agreements took place. The
ceasefire was very unstable therefore the conflict could flare up again at any time. In

addition, the conflict did not freeze, it was still warm (Kuzio 2017: 117).

For conflict resolution not only the official positions of the conflicting parties and the
mediator are important, but also opinions of local population. An international group of
scientists from Ukraine, Switzerland and Russia researched this question. They attempted
to collect perceptions of the Minsk 2 Agreement in different regions of Ukraine, the
NGCAs in the Donetsk and Luhansk regions and Russial’. The main topic of the research
was a question of the restoration of Ukrainian statehood in the non-government-
controlled areas of the Donetsk and Luhansk regions (Druey et al. 2021: 133). From the
interviews, the researchers determined two predominant narratives, which were named
by the authors as “the border first” and "the status first" (Druey et al. 2021: 124).

The authors of the research found out that it was possible to reach a collective agreement
that will encompass the two narratives. The aim of the research was to find different
visions, but not to carry out a representative survey therefore it is impossible to answer

which opinion dominates. From the conclusion of the researchers, it is clear that positions

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of the two parts of Ukraine were compatible. Population of the NGCAs feared a strict
reintegration, but at the same time they were ready to become a part of Ukraine again.
Population of the Government-Controlled Areas (GCAs) was not against a compromise,
but it was also very important for them to uphold national interests of Ukraine. The main
interest of NGCAs population for reintegration were social, economic and security
benefits. They hoped that living conditions will improve with the reintegration. For all
groups of respondents, the question of security and peace was of vital importance. The
researchers claimed that the extreme opinions of the two parts of Ukraine (about “the
strict reintegration” - of GCAs and “independence at all costs” - of NGCAS) were caused
by feelings of insecurity and constant threat. For this reason, the authors concluded that
population (both NGCA and GCA) was ready for the implementation of the peace

agreement and for the reunification of the two parts of Ukraine (Druey et al. 2021: 134).

Regarding the Normandy negotiations and the Trilateral Contact Group, Marek
Menkiszak found out that the Russian-Ukrainian mediation process was failed despite the
existing peace agreement. Menkiszak stated there was no comprehensive ceasefire and
the agreement was only partly implemented. Evaluating the Minsk Il agreement author
claimed that it was impossible to hold local elections in accordance with the Ukrainian
law without a complete withdrawal of Russian forces. Other articles of the Minsk 11
agreements were also very controversial because implementing of the special status of
the NGGAs and reintegration in Ukraine would destabilize Ukrainian society and politics

and bring more instability and violence (Menkiszak 2017: 78).

Jacob Landwehr had a similar opinion, he also found out a difficulty of the Minsk 1l
agreement because of controversial interpretation of the implementation sequence. But
there was also another controversial issue — participation of internal displaced persons in
the local elections. Both sides argue for own interpretation of the peace agreement
(Landwehr 2019: 3). The same point of view had Robert Golanski (2016: 72), but he
added that this state of the peace agreement implementation was beneficial for the both
conflict parties because no party was ready to implement the agreement fully. With the
same views Kristian Atland (2020: 16) stated that a problem of the implementation
consisted of “the discrepancy between the realities on the ground and the politico-legal

framework that was designed for its resolution in 2014 and 2015”.

Cindy Wittke's opinion was not so unambiguously. He viewed “the Minsk Agreement's
limbo between failing and the imperative of not failing as a kind of formalized political

unsettlement in the eastern regions of Ukraine”. But at the same time the author stated
that the Minsk Il agreement was the best configuration, which the conflict parties could
reach (Wittke 2019: 22).

2.2 Conflict issues study

Studies of the conflict issues are also undeveloped, there is a lack of qualitative case
studies with a strong theoretical basis. Most researches in this field are large-scale and

high-grade studies.

First theoretical studies on conflict issues appeared in the 1960s. Rosenau (1967), Lowi
(1964) and Zimmerman (1973) researched conflict issues from policymaking
perspectives. That gives an impetus to study this area to other scholars. For instance,
O Leary (1976: 320-322) claimed that state behavior depends on a specific conflict issue.
Mansbach and Vasquez support this thesis stating that state behavior varies with nature
of issue (Wittkopf 1982: 199). Latter Vasquez (1983: 1) examined tangibility of conflict
issues, that depends on policy goals. Further studies developed classification of conflict
issues. Holsti and Luard found out that territorial issue dominates among other conflict
issues (Doran 1991: 1104 / Firmage 1972: 1089).

One of the modern researchers of conflict issues are Schultz and Goemans (2019). They
discovered that policy goals of territorial disputes are usually limited. It means that
different conflict issues have different demands (Schultz/Goemans 2019: 344). They
investigated also territorial disputes in Afrika. It was explored that territorial claims
become real only if these claims strengthen positions of local leaders (Schultz/Goemans
2017: 61). Other scholars found out that degree of salience of conflict issues impacts
probability that dispute become armed conflict (Hensel et al. 2008: 117). Investigating
different conflict issues, Tir and Stinnett (2012: 210) explored that a deficit of water in a
common river (between conflict states) increases possibility of armed conflict because of
any conflict issue. At the same, agreement between conflict states about usage of a river
basin decrease probability of armed conflict over water issues. Moreover, such

agreements can increase cooperation level between states (Tir/Stinnet 2012: 211).

Regarding conflicts over maritime issues, Nyman stated that improvement of drilling
technologies, which allow to reach more natural resources, increased probability of
maritime conflicts. States tend to reach as much resources as possible. However,
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international community try to decrease risks of such conflicts through different types of
agreements as the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea (Nyman 2015: 1).

Regarding the role of conflict issue in the peaceful management, Owsiak and Mitchell
(2019) found out that territorial disputes (conflicts) could be managed mostly through
informally negotiation, mediation or arbitration only if they are not regulated by strong
international institutions or agreements. On the contrary, disputes (conflicts) over
territorial issues (including maritime, river and other types of territorial conflict issues)
are more prone to resolve them through formal institutions and legal process in general
(Owsiak/Mitchell 2019: 43).

Another scholar discussed a problem of normative power of territorial integrity. Zacher
(2001) assumed that the norm of territorial integrity became very strong during the past
century. This hypothesis received some evidence because success of armed territorial
conflicts became very rare in the last decades (Zacher 2001: 244-245). Fazal supports the
hypothesis of Zacher, suggesting that “violent state death” became significant rare since
1945 (Fazal 2004: 311). Another interesting finding on territorial conflicts was explored
by Frederick, Hensel, and Macaulay's (2017). Analyzing territorial claims between 1816
and 2001, they found out that the number of territorial claims is now at the lowest level
since 1816 (Frederick/Hensel/Macaulay 2017: 106).

On the contrary, Altman argues against relevance of the norm of territorial integrity,
claiming that after the World War 11 states tend to avoid full-fledged wars, satisfying with
occupation of small pieces of contested territories (Altman 2020: 490; Altman 2017: 881).
Hensel, Allison, and Khanani supports the suggestion of Altman. Analyzing memberships
in international treaties and institutions, that requires compliance of norms of territorial
integrity by member-states, the scholars found out weak support for the territorial
integrity (Hensel et al 2009: 139).

2.3 Research question

Relying on the Literature Review of the two research fields, the studies of the Russian-
Ukrainian conflict and the studies of conflict issues, it is possible to elaborate the research

question of this paper,
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How do Russia and Ukraine perceive conflict issues of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict
2014-2022?

From the Literature Review it can be seen that some studies of conflict issues perceptions
were conducted. But at the same time, it is necessary to claim that these studies are
insufficient because they are not focused on the leadership’s perceptions therefore there

is a necessity for further researches of conflict issues of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict.

The second part of the Literature Review provides an evidence that there is a lack of case
studies. A question of how different conflict issues are mixed into a particular conflict

stays unexplored. To answer on this question is one of the goals of this paper.

The research interest of this paper consists of empirical cognition of leadership’s
perceptions of conflict issues in the Russian-Ukrainian conflict since 2014 until 2022 by
the both parties. Using theoretical basis of conflict issues and content analysis method, it
Is necessary to identify perceptions of conflict issues of the conflict parties. Additionally,
it is necessary to define differences between them.

Political relevance of this research is that the Russian-Ukrainian conflict is very critical
for the European Union and destabilizes political and socio-economic situation in the
world. This conflict is very important and interesting to research because of high value
for the security system in Europe. Moreover, clarifying of the conflict issues system of

the Russian-Ukrainian conflict can contribute to potential resolution of the conflict.

Academical relevance of the research is also high. This paper increases understanding of
the conflict and makes a contribution to research of conflict issues. On the instance of the
Russian-Ukrainian conflict it can be shown how different conflict issues are mixed in the
conflict and how they change during the time of the conflict. However, it is also possible
to make some suggestions regarding compatibility of the bargaining positions of the

conflict parties basing on the analysis of the conflict issue perceptions.

3 Theory

This chapter provides explanation of the theoretical framework of this paper. There are
several theoretical variations of what would be an appropriate framework to research the

subject. Because of the lack of theoretical studies in this research field it is necessary to
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discuss these theoretical variations and typologization in order to find the most suitable
for the purpose of this paper.

An approach of typologization of conflict issues is tangibility, that was first proposed by
Rosenau (1968). It means that all conflict issues are topologized according to their
tangibility. There are 4 issue types depending on their tangibility of goals and methods.
Issues with intangible goals and methods became status issues, tangible goals and
intangible methods — territorial issues, intangible goals and tangible methods — human
resources issues, tangible goals and tangible methods — non-human resources (Rosenau
1967: 15). This typologization was produced according to the research purpose to explain
bargaining behavior. The first assumption is that conflict issues with tangible goals and
methods are more suitable for a successful bargaining (Rosenau 1968: 145-147). The
second assumption is that conflict issues with intangible goals are unable to be resolved
through compromise because of high moral or ideological intentions therefore conflict
parties have only two options: to strength hostility or to abandon their claims (Rosenau
1968: 145-147).

Uppsala Conflict Data Program/Peace Research International Oslo Armed Conflict Data
distinguishes only two types of conflict issues: conflicts over territory and conflicts over
government, including cases with both types. The Correlates of War Militarized Interstate
Dispute project distinguishes four categories of conflict issues: territorial sovereignty,
government policies, the makeup of a state’s governing regime, and a residual category
(Mitchell / Vasquez 2021: 9).

Another approach makes an accent on a wide understanding of territorial type of conflict
issue. It distinguishes three types: territory, territoriality-related issue and other (Holsti
1999: 48-49). According to this approach the territorial issue dominates among other
conflict issues. Territorial type is perceived as a territorial claim to a state. At same time
territoriality-related issues type means that a state just tends to occupy or defend some
territories. This category consists of different case like creation of a state or a war over
dynastic rights (Vasquez 1995: 284-285). As mentioned above, this approach does not
distinguish different causes of conflict. All research attention was concentrated on a

single variable — what is going on with territories.
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Realpolitik tradition demonstrates another approach of conflict issues typologization. It
distinguishes regarding bargaining behavior only two types of conflict issues
(Gochman/Leng 1983: 100):

1. Independence and survival of state and government. In a conflict, state tends to
survive and to ensure own political independence. In order to pursue national
interests, state needs to be independent and able to fulfill goals.

2. Territorial issue. State tends to occupy, or to defend territories. State interest
consist of growing influence and control. Occupying territories is a main

instrument of this.

Other conflict issues were recognized unimportant because they do not have an influence
on the bargaining process in terms of political realism. They do not help to pursue national
interests therefore they can be neglected. These two types of conflict issues are vital of

predicting of conflict escalation and success of negotiations (Gochman Leng 1983: 100).

Later, another approach was described. Emphasizing importance of revisionist nature of
every militarized dispute, or war, when a state attempts to change status-quo, it

distinguishes four types of conflict issues (Jones et al 1996: 178):

1. Territorial. The territorial type is narrowly defined as territorial claims of a state
to another state. A revisionist state tries to occupy a piece of territory of another
state.

2. Policy. A revisionist state tries to change foreign policy of another state and to
establish an own agenda.

3. Regime. A state tries to change political regime of another state, changing
government and elites.

4. Other. Unclear categories are gathered together in this type.

This approach concentrates mainly on what a state acts, or tries to act, ignoring intentions

and public motivations.

Another scholar uses a very wide understanding of the territorial conflict issue. He tries
to typologize conflict issues as territorial and non-territorial. Assuming a hypothesis that
most armed conflicts were over territories he applied a territorial explanation of war. In
accordance with the explanation, most conflicts occur between neighbor-states therefore
the scholar pays so much attention to the territorial conflict issue accounting this issue as

dominated (Vasquez 1995: 294-295).
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However, these theoretical models are unsuitable in order to achieve the research purpose.
All of them do not specify conflict issues and try to generalize conflict data too much.
They neglect important details and differences of conflict issues, which may be crucial in
the bargaining process, or for understanding of the logic of potential escalation. In these
research conditions it is necessary to elaborate an own theoretical model grounding on
theoretical papers in these field.

As a theoretical base for the model it will be used a theoretical model, which was used by
Bercovitch in an international mediation research paper. He distinguished five types of
conflicts issues: sovereignty, ideology, security, independence and residual type.
According to the first type, the state tries to establish an own sovereignty over a specific
territory, on other words it is a territorial claim. The second type describes conflicts, in
which different ideologies, state systems and values clash against each other. It can be
seen a strong contradiction between them, that one denies the right to exist to the opposing
system. Security issue type describes conflicts, in which conflict parties try to enhance
own security through military actions, like occupying some beachhead or borders area in
order to strengthen own borders and security. Conflicts over independence are very
similar to national identity conflicts. They are both about national liberation from another

state and self-determination as a united nation/nationality (Bercovitch 1991: 14).

However, it is necessary also to explain the issues approach in general. This approach
denies realpolitikal understanding of international conflicts as relations between state
powers, which totally ignores, what are state fighting for. The realpolitikal approach does
not care about motivations of decision-makers. It means that they concentrate only on
factors of power distribution and power expanding at different levels, assuming that states
always tend to enhance their power through occupying territories, resources etc.
According to realpolitik, only power determines state behavior and success of potential
negotiations/mediation (Diehl 1992: 334).

On the contrary, the issues approach concentrates on the subject of a conflict, or dispute.
Decision-makers try to achieve state-goals over some specific issues, that are originated
from societal and political life of a national society, but not simply try to expand state
influence in the world. The issue approach is not about conditions, that lead to a
conflict/war, rather it is a subject, over which states decide to fight each other. Rivalries
between states (including great powers) can be seen everywhere for decades, but some
rivalries lead to a conflict over some specific issues (Diehl 1992: 334).
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Issues, over which states decide to fight, may be very different, but always relevant for
the national society and leaders. It can involve tangible subjects like specific territories,
resources, or regime change etc., as well as intangible subjects like ideology, gaining of
political influence, or national identity etc. (Holsti 1991: 18-19; Randle 1987: 1-2). For
each conflict party the conflict issue can be very differently seen and have different
values. This value of the conflict issue for every conflict party is measured through
salience, “the extent to which (but principally, the intensity with which) peoples and their
leaders value an issue and its subject matter” (Randle 1987: 2). It is necessary also to
mention that escalation of a conflict can lied to collapse of all issues and creation of a
“single grand issue” — significant increasing of animosity between states (\VVasquez 1993:
76).

3.1 Sovereignty conflict issue

Sovereignty conflict issue can be also defined as a conflict over territories. A lot of
scholars pay much attention to this type of issues, asserting huge importance of tangible
and intangible perspectives. Some scholars perceive territorial issue very wide, including
in this type other types of issues like security, or independence issues (Hensel 1996;
Hensel/Mitchell 2005; Vasquez 1993). They use just one criterion for this — what is going
on with territories. For instance, Paul Huth used a wide definition of territorial dispute:
“a territorial dispute involves either a disagreement between states over where their
common homeland or colonial borders should be fixed, or, more fundamentally, the
dispute entails one country contesting the right of another country even to exercise
sovereignty over some or all of its homeland or colonial territory” (Huth 1996: 19). This
way he defined territorial disputes, including also several other situations, that are
different from territorial dispute. It means a situation, when a state does not recognize
sovereignty of another state and it’s national identity, observing the whole country as an
own territory. This paper applies another approach, trying to deep in details of conflict
issues. Sovereignty (territorial) issue is narrowly defined just as territorial claims of a
piece of territories by one state to another state.

Territorial issue of a conflict plays a very important role among other issues, that are
involved in the conflict. In order to avoid territorial conflicts, contested areas may be
divided into several pieces (Hensel 2001: 1). Some scholars assume that states tend to a

peaceful resolution of territorial disputes because an unresolved dispute can cause
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economic and military damage (Simmons 2002: 845). With the same goal, states tend to
resolve such disputes through international arbitration. This option is used mainly by
democracies. This instrument allows political elites to avoid criticism in homeland (Huth
etal. 2011: 433).

Other scholars find that territorial disputes are most dangerous from perspectives of
potential escalation (Diehl/Goertz 1988: 119). It can be explained by history of rivalry
between states, and a long history of contesting over specific territories. However,
historical rivalry can be also an obstacle on the way of conflict resolution through division
of territory between conflict states (Fearon 1995: 409). In the case, if both conflict parties
estimate a high value of contesting territories, division of territory is impossible. Because
of high value of the territory they actively tend to achieve their goals in military terms,
including use of violence (Carter 2010: 981). For instance, case of Israeli-Palestinian
conflict over Jerusalem demonstrates that territory with a high value for both conflict
parties cannot be simply divided in order to resolve this territorial conflict. This place is
closely connected with their national identity, but moreover conflict parties have a long
history of mortal rivalry. Such territorial conflict cannot be resolved through division of
territories. Moreover, during a conflict the value of contested territories can be actively

grow, which make them sacral and complicate resolution (Hassner 2006: 30).

It was found out that middle and small state powers are more inclinable to formulate
territorial claims than great powers. Some scholars try to explain it through low level of
technological development therefore new territories may serve as an instrument to
explode state power. On the contrary, territorial claims often play an important role of
self-identification of a nation in the world. However, conflict over territorial issues may
have tangible as well as intangible values for both conflict parties (Hensel 1996: 68;
Hensel/Mitchell 2005: 276; Vasquez 1993: 96). It may include rivalry over recourses, but

at the same time be a part of national self-identification.

3.2 Ideological conflict issue

Ideological conflicts are the case when ideas become actions and form behavior of
conflict parties. Although a lot of political scientists are skeptical regarding causal linkage
between ideologies and conflict issues, but ideologies are still are impulse, that moved
people to fight (Gutierrez Sanin/Wood 2014: 213-214).
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The Cold War can be undouble marked as an ideological conflict between the United
States and the Soviet Union, which can be easily described as a war of capitalism against
communism. An acute contradiction of ideologies led often to numerous conflicts in
different parts of the world. One of such ideological conflicts is the Korean War, in which
a single country, a single Korean ethnicity was divided by strong ideological differences.
The Soviet Union wanted to expand own influence in Asia through supporting of North
Korea communist regime, when the United States wanted to oppose, this supporting of
South Korea (Montaudon 2014: 2-3).

International conflicts over ideological issue have several features. One of them is special
“threat perceptions”. Such state-actors perceive other actors with different ideological
system as a threat of own existence (Maynard 2019: 638; Gause 2003: 273; Haas 2005:
200). Because of it, level of rivalry between them can significantly increase. Some
ideologically radical actors can be even more decisive to use mass violence, including
acts of terrorism or genocides (Maynard 2019: 638; Harff 2003: 70; McDoom 2012: 154;
Straus 2015: 331).

Another feature of ideological issue is “strategic propensities” of conflict parties. It means
that ideologies shape a specific set of instruments at the strategically level, that actors can
use in order to achieve their ideological goals (Wood/Thomas 2017: 33). A clear example
is an act of terrorism by Islamic fundamentalists, that is ideologically motivated

instrument of war.

Ideological issue is also characterized of high “conflict capacities” of parties, that are able
very fast to mobilize volunteers and resources by ideological motives (Maynard 2019:
638; Ahmad 2016: 353; Costalli/Ruggeri 2015: 120; Eck 2010: 34; Snow/Benford 1988:
198; Tezcur 2016: 248; Walter 2017: 8). Conflict parties try to internalize and to globalize
own fight, manifesting this internalization in political speeches, norms, policy, political
doctrines and paradigms. They try to show a global character and internal importance of
the conflict. The “internalization” of conflict impacts individuals, shaping their values
and appealing to support (Maynard 2019: 639). These actions create “commitments” of
individuals and political elites. It can be seen by observing Soviet archive materials of the
Cold War, when Soviet officials did not simply instrumentalize communist ideology, but
they elaborated policies and made decisions in accordance with communist ideology and

communist commitments (Gould-Davies, 1999: 92).
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Another feature of ideological issue is “instrumentalization” of ideology for Sstate
purposes. It means that conflict parties instrumentalize ideology appealing to individuals

in order to mobilize supporters (Maynard 2019: 642).

3.3 Security conflict issue

Contemporary studies of security conflict issue are underdeveloped. There is small
number of studies in this field, that conceptualize this conflict issue. According to
Bercovitch, “security disputes are over frontiers, borders and territories (e.g. the 1967
Arab-lsraeli war)” (Bercovitch 1991: 14). Some political scientists attribute this conflict
issue to the territorial issue because disputes emerge over territories, but that is a
misleading way because in this case revisionist state do not try to expand own sovereignty
to these territories and do not claim these territories at all. In the contrary, the revisionist

state tries to secure own borders.

A clear example of a conflict over security can be military operations of Turkey in Syria
and Iraq, one of them is so-called “Operation Olive Branch”. The goal of operation was
to secure own borders against Kurdish military forces in the North of Iraq and Syria,
which organizations are forbidden in Turkey and are marked as terroristic. According to
the Turkish government, the operation is limited by the frontier area because the official
governments of Iraq and Syria do not control own borders®®,

Another example is the American invasion of Afghanistan (2001-2021) after the
terroristic acts of the al-Qaeda organization of 9/11. The American forces and their allies
invaded Afghanistan in order to ensure the national security and to liquidate the al-Qaeda
organization. The American forces did not have any territorial claims or identity issues to
invade Afghanistan (Leoni Connah 2020: 82). It can be clearly seen the security issue

component of the entire issue-system for the conflict in Afghanistan.

This conflict issue is usually closely combined with other different conflict issues. But

that is important to identify this conflict issue correctly and do not tangle them.

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3.4 Independence conflict issue

The national independence conflict issue can also be described as a conflict over national
identity. People, that fight for own independence, regime survival, or creation of a state,
fight also for own national identity. The last decades of 20 century has clearly shown a
variety of conflicts for national independence. There are many examples of such conflicts.
One of the clear examples is the Algerian war for independence against France. Most of
such conflicts are closely connected with liberation from imperial/colonial powers of
different forms of suppression (Diehl/Goertz 1991: 498).

This type of conflict issues can be defined as a situation, when a state does not recognize
sovereignty of another state and it’s national identity, observing the whole country as an
own territory. Although, conflicts over national independence and conflicts over national
identity are not equal, but they are closely combined therefore it would be efficiently to

integrate them in the one category (Diehl/Goertz 1991: 498).

Conflicts over independence characterize several features. First feature is perception of
the conflict as a vital issue for individuals. Population is actively involved in the conflict.

This feature shows the totality of the war for independence (national identity).

Second feature is that population marked this conflict as a conflict over homeland, over
national identity and over national independence. Although, war propaganda can also
impact public opinion, but that fact is not important in this situation because much more
significant is, what is opinion of population, rather than, how this opinion was formed.
This public opinion impacts people to fight. They mobilize population to fight for national

identity and independence.

An example of this conflict issue is the first Arab-Israeli conflict (1948-1949) over Israeli
national independence. Jewish people tried to create own state, which is closely combined

with the Jewish national identity.

Although conflict parties claim territories of another state, that makes this conflict issue
very similar to the territorial conflict issue, but the difference consist of intentions of
conflict parties. If one wants to defeat another state, annexing the while country, it means,
that it is a war for independence. There is a full evidence of precise definition of the

national independence conflict issue.
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3.5 Conclusions

Although theory of conflict issues is developed insufficiently, it was tried to formulate a
full theoretical model of types of conflict issues. It is also necessary to explain, that this
typologization pretends to include all conflicts. It means that this theoretical model
pretends to be exhaustive.

Defining issue types of a conflict, it is necessary to consider that there are no conflicts
with a clear issue type. They can be combined together and be changed during the conflict
and later. But at the same time, there is a dominated conflict issue, that is primary in the
conflict. Other conflict issues can become dominated depending on circumstances during

the conflict.

For instance, the American invasion of Afghanistan had a goal to fight the international
terroristic organization al-Qaeda, but during the war the conflict issue was changed. After
the American military operation in Pakistan so-called “Operation Neptune Spear” of
killing of Osama bin Laden (2011), the security conflict issue became secondary. At the
first place came ideological conflict issue, which in this case consisted of fixation of
democratic and liberal values in an Islamic country, that during decades suffers from wars
and tyranny. It is necessary to emphasize that the security conflict issue did not
disappeared, but only stopped to dominate in the conflict. These conflict issues were

closely combined in this conflict.

This theoretical framework is most suitable for this paper because the categories of
conflict issue types were narrowly defined and described. Other typologization defined
conflict issues too wide and too generalized. Most of them were elaborated for
quantitative researches therefore they do not pay much attention to the single cases and
do not care about details of every conflict. One of the reasons is that many variables of
the conflict issues are complicated to operationalize for quantitative researches therefore

scholars formulated suitable typologization for purposes of quantitative research design.

4 Research design

In order to answer the research question, it is necessary to apply appropriate research
methods. The paper has two purposes — to identify perceptions of conflict issues of the

two conflict parties and to compare them. According to Diehl, one the main difficulty
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with conflict issues identification is that decision-makers may not take into account an
issue, that a scholar will find. It means that this issue can be ignored by a politician, leader,
that makes decisions. In order to resolve this problem, Diehl proposes to pay more
attention to the leadership’s perception of conflict issues. It means that it is necessary to
analyze speeches and statements of the leadership in order to identify conflict issues
(Diehl 1992: 340). Moreover, leadership’s statements and speeches justify the conflict in
the eyes of the population, and that gives them a motivation to be involved in the conflict.
Leaderships make decisions, but population fight for the conflict issues. According to the
purposes, it is necessary to apply two research methods. In order to analyze speeches and
statements of the leaderships of the two conflict parties, it is necessary to apply content
analysis by Mayring.

The second purpose of the paper is to compare perceptions of the two conflict parties. In
order to achieve that, it is necessary to apply structured, focused comparison by George
and Bennet. According to this case study comparison method, it will be formulated a set
of standardized questions, which reflect research objective and theoretical framework.
The same questions will be applied to the both conflict parties. Both methods are
deductive.

4.1 Data collection and time frame

The data for the main part of the analysis is speeches and statements of leaderships of
Ukraine and Russia. It is necessary to underly that not all speeches and statements were
collected and analyzed, but only materials, that is relevant for this research. It means
speeches and statements, in which leaders explain, or describe conflict, conflict positions
(demands) and conflict issues. During the conflict, the Ukrainian leadership was several
times changed. At the first stages of the conflict, the Ukrainian leader was Oleksandr
Turchinov, interim president and the speaker of the Ukrainian parliament. After the
Ukrainian presidential elections on 25 May 2014, the Ukrainian leader became Petro
Poroshenko. In the next presidential election, Volodymyr Zelensky replaced Petro
Poroshenko. Therefore, speeches and statements of three Ukrainian politicians were
collected and analyzed during their presidential terms. On the contrary, the Russian
leadership was not changed during the conflict therefore speeches and statements of
Vladimir Putin were collected and analyzed. It is very important to mention that only

direct speech of the leaderships was collected, avoiding official press-releases and other
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forms of official communication. 94 speeches regarding conflict issues of the Ukrainian
leaderships were collected and analyzed. 48 speeches of the Russian leader were
collected. The Russian leader had less speeches than the Ukrainian leaders, but they

contain more relevant theses.

It covers the time frame since 1 January 2014 until 31 December 2015 at the beginning
of the conflict and since 1 January 2022 until 18 March 2022 at the escalation stage of
the conflict, which means the full-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine. This time frame was
selected in order to be able to compare conflict issues at the phase of greatest

exacerbation.

4.1.1 War propaganda problem and position representation problem

Although, war propaganda problem can be seen as an obstacle of the content analysis of
speeches of the leaderships of Ukraine and Russia, in fact, it does not play an important
role. In accordance with the purposes of the research and the research question, it is
necessary to define leadership’s perceptions, even if they are influenced by a state
propaganda. Justifying the war in their speeches and statements, politicians create a
framework, under which they have to act. They cannot simply drastically change their
political attitudes, changing a conflict issue. Regardless it is an authoritarian regime or
democracy, politicians need to be consistent in their statements, otherwise they risk to
lose their power.

Politicians justify the war using some specific conflict issues, which should legitimate the
war, in the first place, in the eyes of the population. Moreover, conflict issues should
motivate people to fight in the war. Demotivated soldiers fight ineffective and the
demotivated population do not support the war. Even if state’s claims in the war are
unfair, people will be motivated to fight for that because these claims were justified by
the state war propaganda, which formulates propaganda theses from the leadership’s

speeches and statements.

Position representation problem consists of who represents position of the Russian
Federation and Ukraine. For instance, in Russia there are many officials that theoretically
represent official position of the Russian Federation, but their positions are very different
therefore it is not clear who represents framework, under which Russia acts. The same

can be said about the Ukrainian position: different officials expressed different positions.
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In order to avoid differences of representation of Russia's and Ukraine’s position it will
be analyzed only speeches and statements of presidents of Ukraine and Russia.

4.2 Content analysis by Mayring

The content analysis is a research method concentrated on communication. Most
frequently it is a language communication, but it can be also visual and audio content.
According to Mayring, one of the conditions for the content analysis is that the content is
recorded. It means that content analysis is an analysis of content that is recorded in
different ways. Another feature of content analysis is that it is conducted systematically,
which consists of conducting of analysis regarding to the clear rules, that are complied
with the standards of social science methods (intersubjective verifiability). Another
integral part of this method is the linkage with theory. Content analysis should be
conducted in accordance with theoretical framework, that allows to connect the research
with other earlier studies in the field. However, Mayring proposed more precisely name
of the content analysis method — “Category-based text analysis” (kategoriengeleitete
Textanalyse). The type of the category-based text analysis, that will be applied in this
paper, is frequency analyses, which consists of counting of specific elements of the text
and comparing of the frequency of the elements with other texts or groups of texts
(Mayring 2015: 12-13).

Mayring distinguishes eight steps of conducting of the frequency analyses (Mayring
2015: 15):

1. Formulation of the question

2. Determination of the material sample

3. Setting up the category system (depending on the question), i.e. determining the
text elements whose frequency is to be examined

4. Definition of categories, possibly giving examples

5. Determination of the analysis units: a category as a minimum text component
(coding unit), a category as a maximum text component (context unit) and which
text components are coded one after the other (evaluation unit); such text
components can be syllables, words, sentences, paragraphs etc.

6. Coding: working through the material using the category system to record the

occurrences of the categories
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7. Counting: determining and comparing the frequencies
8. Presentation and interpretation of the results

For every type of conflict issue should be formulated a question(s), which is grounding

on the theory of conflict issues:

Table 1 Questions to the frequency analysis

Type of conflict issues Questions

Sovereignty conflict issue What did a leader say about territorial

changes?
Ideology conflict issue Did a leader talk in strategic terms,

expressing a strategic logic of acting?

Did a leader appeal to ideology/values in

order to justify the war?

Security conflict issue Did a leader talk about a threat for state’s
security?
Independence conflict issue Did a leader talk about a threat for national

identity, independence, and/or regime

survival?

According to Mayring, it is necessary also to define analysis technique, that should be
applied in the analyses. For the purposes of this paper, structuring (Strukturierung) is the
appropriate analysis technique. The structuring means to filter out certain aspects of the
material, to lay a cross-section through the material using previously defined

classification criteria (Mayring 2015: 67).
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4.2.1 Categorization and measurement

It is necessary also to elaborate the category system. There are four dimensions of the

analysis therefore every dimension has at least one category:

The next step is defining of the analysis units. A minimum text component (coding unit)

is a sentence, a maximum text component (context unit) is a part of the speech, in which

a leader is talking about the conflict, evaluation unit is a speech of a leader.

Measurement of the occurrences of the categories will be produced by frequency.

Statements about the relative weight of these text components will be conducted by

frequency. Statements about the relative weight will be produced for every evaluation

unit and in general for all speeches of a leader.
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4.3 Structured, focused comparison by George and Bennett

Another research method is necessary in order to achieve the second research purpose —
to compare two leadership’s perceptions of the conflict issues. According to George and
Bennet, structured, focused comparison method consists of questions, that are formulated
according to the research purposes are systematically asked of each case of study. That
method provides standardized data collection and systematic comparison (George/Bennet
2005: 69). At the same time, these questions should reflect theoretical framework research

purposes (George/Bennet 2005: 71).

This method requires maintaining of two conditions. The first is that the study should be
focused by research objectives and by theoretical framework. The study cannot be
focused on many aspects therefore it is necessary to concentrate the study only on one of
the aspects of the case. The second condition is systematically and standardized questions,

that should be applied to the case.
In order to compare two conflict issues perceptions, it will be applied the next questions:

1. What the differences of conflict issue perceptions of both conflict parties of the
same period of time?

2. How much have the perceptions of conflict issues changed during the conflict?

5 Content Analysis Findings

This section of the paper presents the findings of the frequency content analysis by
Mayring, based on the theory of conflict issues. In the first step, the findings of the
analysis will be presented and described. In the second step, these findings will be
compared with each other, which will give a good overview of conflict issues perceptions
of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict.

5.1 Ukraine's perception of conflict issues

The first data set of speeches and statements of the Ukrainian leaders covers the data
frame 2014-2015. These data are already sorted out according to the types of conflict
issues, that are mentioned in the section 3. They cover statements of two Ukrainian
presidents — Oleksandr Turchinov and Petro Poroshenko. The following graphs show a

horizontal bar chart, which demonstrates the frequency of mention of the four types of
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conflict issues. For the period of time 2014-2015 there were 100 statements about conflict

issues of Ukraine as a conflict party.

Graph 1: Conflict issue perceptions of Ukraine, 2014-2015
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As it can be seen, the sovereignty conflict issue dominates in the overall conflict issue
perceptions. Because of the Russian annexation of the Crimea peninsula and territorial
losses in the East, the Ukrainian leaderships express most claims to Russia regarding
territorial issues in order to get back sovereignty over these territories.

Another important conflict issue is the security conflict issue. During the Russian hybrid
war against Ukraine, security issue was very vital because of destabilization and terrorist
actions of the pro-Russian and Russian forces in Ukraine. The term “Anti-terrorist
Operation Zone” as a zone of the conflict used by the Ukrainian government displayed

the importance of the security issues of the conflict.

The third largest is independence conflict issue. The Ukrainian leaderships perceived a
threat of the independent existence of the Ukrainian state. The less important conflict
issue is the ideology conflict issue. It shows that ideological problems between Russia
and Ukraine were not as important as sovereignty, or security issues, at least from the

Ukrainian point of view and at least in the first yeas of the conflict.
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Graph 2: Conflict issue perceptions of Ukraine, 2022
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The second graph shows conflict issue perceptions of the Ukrainian leadership (president
Volodymyr Zelenskyy) since the beginning of 2022, before the Russian full-scale
invasion of Ukraine and during the invasion. For this period of time there were only 19
statements about conflict issues of Ukraine as a conflict party. As it can be seen, there are
many differences comparing with the previous period. First of all, the security conflict
issue is not significant at all. At the beginning of the conflict, the security issue was the
second most important conflict issue. It can be explained through understanding of the
political and security situation in Ukraine. Comparing with the situation in 2014, Ukraine
became military stronger and the society became more consolidated therefore any
attempts to destabilize the Ukrainian state using hybrid war instruments were not
successful. Most important conflict issue became the independence conflict issue. The
Russian full-scale invasion creates a significant threat of the independent existence of the
Ukrainian state. It is also necessary to mention that this conflict issue is definitely much

more important from the Ukrainian leadership’s point of view than others.

At the same time, sovereignty conflict issue became much less important than at the
beginning of the armed conflict. It displays changes of the Ukrainian leadership’s priority
of the conflict issues. The question of restitution of the lost territories became less
important. Moreover, it can testify that the Ukrainian leadership is ready to compromises
regarding the return of the lost territories.
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The second most important conflict issue became the ideology conflict issue. The
importance of this conflict issue was significantly changed, comparing with the previous
period of time. It can be explained through the increasing of the ideological differences
and problems between Russia and Ukraine, which was occurred because of the
continuous European integration process of Ukraine and significant changes of the
Ukrainian society comparing with the beginning of the conflict.

5.2 Russia’s perception of conflict issues

The Russian perceptions of the conflict issues represent the Russian president Vladimir
Putin. For the period of time 2014-2015 there were 55 statements about conflict issues

of Russia as a conflict party.

Graph 3: Conflict issue perceptions of Russia, 2014-2015
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As it can be seen from the graph 3, the ideology conflict issue is dominated over other
conflict issues. The ideology conflict issue of the Russian conflict party is exhibited by
the super power rivalry between the West and Russia. In the context of the Russian
conflict issue perceptions, Ukraine is a battleground of the confrontation against the West.
At the same time, in the Russian leadership’s point of view, Ukraine as a part of the West
is an existential threat of Russia. Through the conflict against Ukraine, Russian leadership
tries to confront the West therefore the Russian-Ukrainian conflict in the Russian point

of view is primarily a war against the West.
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The second most important conflict issue is the independence conflict issue. It is
necessary to underly that Russia as a revisionist conflict party has an opposite perception
of the independence conflict issue. It means that if Ukrainian leadership perceives the
independence conflict issue as a struggle for the national identity, regime survival, or
national independent, than the Russian leadership, as a revisionist conflict party,
perceives the independence conflict issue as an aspiration to fight against the national
independent, regime survival, or national identity of the opposite conflict party. The
independence issue became a stake of the conflict between conflict parties. According to
the Russian leadership’s perceptions, the Ukrainian state independence is the second most

important conflict issue of the conflict.

Although, the Russian-Ukrainian conflict was started with the Russian claims on the
Crimean Peninsula and the following annexation of the Ukrainian territories, the
sovereignty conflict issue is not as significant as other. It shows that the Russian territorial
claims were only excuse of the Russian hybrid war in Ukraine and the following full-
scale invasion, or at least a first stage of the global plan in order to achieve more important

goals, which are corresponded with the above-mentioned conflict issues.

Graph 4: Conflict issue perceptions of Russia, 2022
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For the period of time since the beginning of 2022 until 18 March there were 60
statements about conflict issues of Russia as a conflict party. For a couple of months, the
Russian leader came out with relevant statements as many times as for the first two years
of the conflict. As it can be seen from the Graph 4, there are no significant differences

comparing with the first two years, except for the increasing value of the independence
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conflict issue. The increased importance of the independence conflict issue of the Russian
leadership’s perceptions can be identified as a proof of the Russian goals of the full-scale
Russian invasion of Ukraine. Discrediting the Ukrainian leadership and state, the Russian
leadership tries to change the regime of the Ukrainian state. Delegitimizing the Ukrainian
state regime, the Russian leadership has a goal to change this regime. This intention is
fully corresponded with the ideological conflict issue because the change of the Ukrainian

state regime should be conducted according to the Russian values and ideological frame.

5.3 Comparison of Ukraine’s and Russia’s perceptions.

In order to systematically compare two different perceptions, it is necessary to conduct
the analysis in accordance with the time frame and standardized questions, which were in

advance elaborated:

1. What the differences of conflict issue perceptions of both conflict parties of the same

period of time?
2. How much have the perceptions of conflict issues changed during the conflict?

At first, comparison of 2014-2015 conflict issues perceptions. According to the collected
data, strong differences of the conflict issue perceptions consist of security conflict issue
in the first place. As revisionist state, Russia is a creator of the instability in Ukraine. In
order to destabilize and weaken the Ukrainian state, Russia started the hybrid war
therefore the security issue was very acute for the Ukrainian leaderships. On the contrary,
the Russian leadership’s conflict issue perception did not display security problem.
Another significant difference is the sovereignty conflict issue, which was very high in
Ukraine, but not actual in Russia. The Russian leadership perceived as very important
ideology conflict issue, which importance did not correspond with the Ukrainian
leadership’s perceptions therefore it is possible to suppose that the Russian revisionism
was not concentrated on Ukraine, but was global and much wider. The Russian-Ukrainian
rivalry at the beginning of the conflict was not ideological, or because of contested
territories, but had much wider geopolitical context, that were outside of the Ukrainian

borders.

Another acute conflict issue is the independence conflict issue. The Russian and

Ukrainian perceptions of this conflict issue are relatively equal. As a revisionist state,
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Russia attempted to destabilize the Ukrainian state regime, but Ukraine counteracted to
theses attempts.

The second round of the comparison is the conflict issue perceptions 2022. According to
the data, the Russian and Ukrainian leadership’s perceptions of the conflict issues became
relatively equal. It can be seen on the independence conflict issue, which both conflict
parties identified as most important. The Ukrainian state regime fights for the own
survival, but the Russian state tries to change this regime. Regarding Ukraine, the
ideology conflict issue perception became stronger, but that is still not as high as in
Russia, which ideology conflict issue perception is equal to the independence conflict
issue perception therefore it can be supposed that Russian-Ukrainian rivalry in ideological
terms is not as high from the Ukrainian point of view as from the Russian perspectives.
The Ukrainian leadership is more willing to compromises in ideological issues than the

Russian one.

Answering on the second question of the comparison, the Ukrainian conflict issue
perceptions system is much more dynamic, than the Russian one. The Russian perceptions
are much more stable and can be only intensified by the leadership’s struggle and
pressure. During the conflict, the Ukrainian perceptions were significantly changed:
sovereignty conflict issue became much less important for the Ukrainian leadership.
Some conflict issues were disappeared, but some were intensified to some extent. It can
be supposed that these tendencies are a result of democratic procedures and leadership
changes of the Ukrainian state. At the same time, the Russian stability of the conflict
issues seems a result of the authoritarian regime and the absence of circulation of elite by
Pareto (Pareto 1935: 1563).

6 Conclusions

The conflict issues perceptions of the Russian and Ukrainian leaderships were identified
and compared in this paper, using the frequency content analysis by Mayring and the
method of structured, focused comparison by George and Bennet. Now, it is possible to

answer the research question.
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6.1 Answering the Research Question

The remaining research question is: How do Russia and Ukraine perceive conflict issues
of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict 2014-2022? General speaking, this question is
subdivided into two questions:

1. How does Russia perceive conflict issues of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict 2014-
20227

2. How does Ukraine perceive conflict issues of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict
2014-2022?

At the beginning of the conflict and at it's escalation in 2022, the Russian leadership
considers that most important issue, for which they are fighting is ideology. In other
words, in the Russian perceptions, the Russian-Ukrainian conflict is a battleground of the
super power rivalry between Russia and the West. But at the same time, there is a minor
shift of the Russian perceptions comparing with the beginning of the conflict. At the start
of the conflict, the ideology conflict issue significantly dominates over other issues, but
at the Russian full-scale invasion of Ukraine, the ideology conflict issue and

independence conflict issue are almost equally important for the Russian leadership.

Other conflict issues in the eyes of the Russian leader are not essential, but it is still
necessary to mention them. The sovereignty conflict issue was mentioned by the
leadership as at the beginning of the conflict as at the escalation in 2022. But the Russian
president does not concentrate on this conflict issue. It has some influence on the conflict
and decision-making process in the Kremlin, but at the same time it is much less essential
than the first two conflict issues. However, it can be changed if the balance of power
between Russia and Ukraine will be considerably changed. This conflict issue is to some
extent a latent problem, which can become dominant in the next years or decades. Another
inessential conflict issue is security conflict issue, which does not have any potential to

become dominant in this conflict.

The Ukrainian perception of the conflict issues are much more dynamic than the Russian
one. At the beginning of the conflict, the Ukrainian leaders considered that the most
important conflict issue is the sovereignty issue. Losing territories, the Ukrainian
presidents were willing to get back sovereignty over these territories. That was the largest

conflict issue.
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Less important, but still essential conflict issue is the security conflict issue. During the
Russian hybrid war against Ukraine, the security issue became very vital because of
destabilization and terrorist actions of the pro-Russian and Russian forces in Ukraine. In
the eyes of the Ukrainian leaderships, the state fought against Russia for security and

stability of the state and security of the local population.

The third largest conflict issue is the independence conflict issue. The Ukrainian
leaderships perceived a threat of the independent existence of the Ukrainian state. In this
period of time, the Ukrainian state and society were vulnerable and instable because of
the past ‘Revolution of dignity”, essential changes of the state system and many other
factors. But still that was not the most important conflict issue. Although, this conflict
issue did not dominate, but it had a potential to gain the domination over other conflict
issues. The ideology conflict issue was the least important, but still essential. The relative
weight of this issue shows that ideological problems between Russia and Ukraine were
not as vital as sovereignty, or security issues from the Ukrainian point of view. It is
necessary to underly that this issue also had a potency to become the main conflict issue
because the level of importance was not low. In general, characterizing the conflict issues
from the perspectives of the Ukrainian leaderships at the beginning of the conflict, it is
necessary to note that the Russian-Ukrainian conflict engaged all conflict issues.

Comparing with the Russian perceptions, it is an essential difference.

However, the conflict issue perceptions of Ukraine were drastically changed during the
conflict. First of all, the security conflict issue became the least significant. The security
situation has dramatically changed. The most important conflict issue became the
independence conflict issue. The Russian full-scale invasion creates a significant threat
of the independent existence of the Ukrainian state. It is also necessary to mention that
this conflict issue is definitely much more important from the Ukrainian leadership’s
point of view than others. At the same time, the ideology conflict issue has intensified
comparing with the start of the conflict. It is evident that ideological rivalry between
Russia and Ukraine became stronger. On the contrary, the sovereignty conflict issue is
not dominated any more. As from the Russian point of view, as from the Ukrainian point
of view, the conflict has transformed to another level of rivalry. The Ukrainian
perceptions of the conflict issues started to become more similar to the Russian

perceptions.
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6.2 Contribution, Limitations and Research perspectives of the Study

One of the main contributions of this paper is that it is one of the first detailed content
analysis of the conflict issues perceptions of the Russian-Ukrainian conflict. The study
gives a deep insight into how the conflict issues perceptions were changed during the
conflict. Thanks to the frequency coding it was possible to measure the relative weight of
every conflict issue of the conflict issues perceptions of the both conflict parties.
Additionally, the method of structured, focused comparison by George and Bennet
allowed to compare these two perceptions and to find out differences depending on the

time frame.

On the other hand, it is necessary to mention that this paper cannot make a statement on
the real thoughts of the Russian and Ukrainian leaderships. This study just provides
identification and comparison of the public discussion and public justification of the
conflict. In the theoretical part of this paper, it was clearly noted that the subject of this
research is only public statements. Moreover, the public discussion of the conflict is more
interesting for this paper because public statements create a public political frame, in

which politicians should act.

Regarding research perspectives of the study, it is necessary to claim that there is a large
field for researches. First of all, it would be advantageous to enlarge the time frame and
to find out how the conflict issue perceptions were changed depending on different events
and circumstances. Another research gap is to find whether a change of the conflict issue
perceptions depends on a change of the state leadership: how to explain the drastically
change of the conflict issues perceptions of the Ukrainian leadership during the conflict?
Generally speaking, there are several research gaps in this field, which consists of
studying of dependencies of the dynamic of the conflict issues change on different

characteristics of the state regime, organization and political elite circulation.
