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GLOBAL CONSEQUENCES OF A LOCAL FIGHT.
THE BATTLE FOR CASTLE ITTER: AN ATTEMPT OF HISTORICAL
RECONCEPTION

Abstract. The article examines the consequences of the battle for the castle Itter
(May 1945), which had a direct impact on the local course of hostilities on the
territory of Austria and, to some extent, influenced the post-war system of Europe. The
aim of the study. To trace the impact of the aftermath of the battle for castle lItter,
during which the American and German military united to rescue VIP prisoners held
by the Nazis in the castle, on the local theater of war — the territory of Austria and on
the role of the former prisoners of the castle in the system post-war Europe. Research
methods. The social network method made it possible to study the main milestones of
the biography of the participants in the battle for the castle Itter; the historical-
anthropological approach contributed to a better and more balanced understanding of
the influence of personal factors on the decisions of the protagonists of the study, the
retrospective method helped establish cause-and-effect relationships between the
actions of the participants in the battle for Itter and their consequences in the future.
Scientific novelty. The author of the article tries to concentrate not only on the course,
without exaggeration, of the unique battle for the castle Itter, but on its direct and
indirect consequences. For the first time in Ukrainian and foreign historiography, an
attempt is made to change the historical vision of this battle not as a purely local event
that took place in North Tyrol at the final stage of the Second World War, but as a
battle whose consequences were much more global than it was believed until now.
Conclusions. The established view of the battle for the castle Itter needs a total
revision, since its consequences, from the point of view of historical retrospect, cannot
be considered as local. Thanks to the successful course of the joint German-American
military operation, important bridges across the mountain river Inn were preserved,
the rapid advance of units of the 36th Infantry and 12th Armored Divisions of the US
Army deep into Austria was ensured, and the military threat from individual units of
the 17th S§S Panzergrenadier Division "Gétz von Berlichingen" was eliminated and
prominent French political figures who, after their return to France, influenced not
only the structure of their Motherland, but also participated in the formation of the
political course of post-war Europe, were saved. Thus, at first glance, the completely
local battle that took place in the Austrian Alps in May 1945 had an impact not only
on the postwar system of France, but also, to a certain extent, on Europe.
