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ASSESSING SKILLS ON THE LPC - INTEGRATING
THE CLINICAL COMPONENT

Introduction and rationale

Why should skills be assessed using a clinical or hands-on com-
ponent In the context of the LPC?

According to the College’s LPC Definitive Document the pro-
gramme's assessment regime Is designed to:

hold a proper balance between a knowledge of substantive law
and procedure and the skills necessary to apply that,....in a practi-
cal context. We give high priority to application of knowledge We
also believe that the regime should offer scope for assessing the
guality of independent learning.... p. 130, 1996 (emphasis added;

The College’s commitment to clinical legal education as an
effective teaching and learning methodology, delivered In a pro
bono setting has been widely publicised. The introduction of expe-
riential learning has been well received by staff, students, clients
and the wider community.

By moving towards the assessment of clinical work a number of
specific outcomes can be achieved that complement the College's
course objectives In general as well as supporting the pro bono
development in particular The first stage In this process Is the
assessment of skills. Giving student credit for skills performances
In the Legal Advice Centres would:

esubject to the meeting of clearly stipulated criteria, reward
students for the, often considerable, effort put into clinical work

erelieve the assessment burden elsewhere on the course through
the substitution of the skills assessment in Legal Advice Centre
work for the skills assessments taken on the conventional programme
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*provide an enhanced learning opportunity for students through
the emphasis on self directed and applied study

A longer term objective Is to develop the assessment regime
so that the students knowledge of the substantive law and pro-
cedure, as well as their legal (and transferable) skills fall to be
assessed. This 1s likely to take the form of a freestanding elec-
tive with appropriate learning outcomes and assessment crite-
ria. The extent to which the existing electives and compulsory
subjects can take advantage of a clinical dimension is also being
explored.

This paper sets out a proposal for pilot assessment projects —
one of which will be unassessed and the other, If approved by the

Law Society, will be assessed for the period of the pilot.

The proposed pilots
The 2 proposed pilots will run as follows:

Pilot 1 - Legal Writing and Drafting (L

In the Legal Advice Centres the student advisors are required
to interview clients, research law and fact, apply their findings to
the problems identified and draft a letter of advice for the client.
Their first draft letters (i.e. before feedback from tutors), prepared
Individually and on the basis of their conducted research, will be
evaluated by the Legal Advice Centre supervisors, who will use the
same criteria as are currently used for LWD 2. Students will not be
given formal feedback on the letters other than the content of the
letters will be discussed as part of the case management process.
The pilot will be used for all students taking part in Legal Advice
Centre work for the year 2001/02. The results of the pilot will be
evaluated at the end of each term.

The basis for the evaluation will be identical to that used to
evaluate the quality of letter writing on LWD 1 Staff involved In
the moderation process will be asked to moderate the work pro-
duced iIn the pilot. Student performance in the pilot will not be
taken into account in their overall assessment. The purpose of the
exercise Is to see how far the drafting carried out In the advice
centre matches, In terms of degree of difficulty and quality of
product, the drafting tasks and output found on the standard LWD 2
assessment exercise.
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Pilot 2 . Practical Legal Research (PLR)

As stated above research forms a fundamental part of the stu-
dent experience In the Legal Advice Centres as well as being a
prerequisite to advice giving. In the London branch the student
advisors have been taking part in a pilot in which their first at-
tempt at research, based on the outline facts of the client's case
as recorded when the client requests an appointment, are evalu-
ated. rhe students individually prepare a research report in the
same form as that required for the PLR 1 assessment exercise.
Samples of the reports and facts on which they are based are
appended.

Pilot 2 will develop this assessment opportunity. Students
taking part in the Advice Centre will interview their client and
then each student will produce a report on the agreed issues of
client concern. In the report students should not only identify
the research by source but should apply their findings, giving
the applicable range of options for the client. The report ought
then to provide the basis for the advice to the client. The end
result should meet the outcomes specified for the PLR 2 assess-
ment exercise and will be assessed on the criteria used for that
exercise. The relevant benchmarks are appended. The students
will have to demonstrate their ability to apply the research In a
legally accurate and practically appropriate manner. The research
will also have to include the use of electronic sources. Subject
to Law Society endorsement, student performance on iIn the pi-
lot will be assessed using the standard criteria for PLR 2 and the
results will be moderated and publishes as for any other PLR
exercise.

Both pilots will be based at the Legal Advice Centre in Chester.
There are several reasons for this. The student intake at Chester Is
large enough to be empirically significant but small enough to be
manageable. In addition, the several key members of the College
staff are based at Chester including the Chair ol the Academic
Quality Council, Head of the LPC and the Legal Advice Centre
supervising solicitor (who has a background iIn drafting and re-
search). The projects would be also be overseen by the Director
of pro bono services and clinical education. As this would repre-
sent a change to the assessment regime (in form If not content)
application will be made to the Law Society for permission to run

the pilot.
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In relation to the pilots the following issues are raised in antic-
Ipation of logistical and quality assurance concerns:

Aims and objectives

These will be the same as for the standard LWD 2 and PLR 2
exercises and reflect the overall aims and objectives of the LPC as
contained in the Definitive Document.

Learning outcomes

The learning outcomes for the pilots will also be the same as for
the assessment exercises on the LPC

Assessment criteria

The same assessment criteria as used for LWD 2 and PLR 2
will apply to the pilots. All submissions will be on an individual
basis. Collaboration i1s of course always possible between stu-
dents (generally and In the context of the pilot). Students will
however be advised of the prohibition on plagiarism and chea-
ting and will be iInstructed to prepare the report on their own.
Given that 2 students will be working on one case (albeit individ-
ually to the point of the submission of the report or letter) it
should make any collaboration much easier to spot compared
with student work carried out under the standard assessment re-
gime.

Equal opportunities

Participation iIn clinical study is popular with students. The Le-
gal Advice Centres at London and Chester are over-subscribed.
Selection for participation iIs by ballot. In the event of more stu-
dents wanting to take up the Legal Advice Centre opportunity
(and hence participation in pilots) numbers will have to be deter-
mined similarly. Although this Is bound to result in some disap-
pointment experience suggests that students accept the outcome
If the means of selection are seen as transparent and fair. The
operational rules of the Advice Centres and adherence to the Col-
lege assessment regime should ensure that students are not preju-
diced or advantaged as a result of whether or not they can partici-
pate in the Advice Centre.
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Student perceptions

It remains to be seen whether the fact that LWD and PLR are to
be assessed aflects the students' perception of the value of work-
Ing In the Legal Advice Centre. In discussions that have taken
place with students In the current year's iIntake at the London
branch few, If any, have objected to doing a research report. The
majority of students at Chester and London have indicated, at
evaluation meetings, that they would prefer to be assessed In rela-
tion to their Advice Centre work (mentioning skills and substan-
tive knowledge). They say that the responsibility of working with
real clients and the hard work that results, provides an ideal op-
portunity for the assessment of their performance. This iIs no doubt
Influenced by the fact that performance in the clinic is generally of
a high quality. Given the correlation between hard work and quali-

ty of output this Is perhaps unsurprising
Resource implications

The resources needed to conduct the pilots are In place In terms
of the availability of able and willing staff. The Advice Centre
procedures require that research reports and letters are prepared.
There are however additional time demands imposed as a result of
the assessment of the report and drafts produced. The Advice Cen-
tre supervisors will, as a matter of course, satisfy themselves of the
quality of the students’ research and letter writing. The additional
requirement under the pilots will be to document their findings,
Including producing model answers for assessment and modera-
tion purposes. It is difficult at this stage to quantify the additional
resources needed iIn this respect but with the limited numbers of
students involved In the pilots It Is suggested that the implications
are manageable, at least in the short-term. One facet of the pilots
will be to monitor the Input of staff time.

Library resources should not be used to any greater extent than
presently as tlie pilots will be based on a caseload that Is expected
t remain constant. Il anything demand on the library at assessment
pressure points should be slightly eased as the Advice Centre work

IS spread over the year.
On resources more generally, the time allocation for College
staff with Advice Centre responsibilities needs to be revisited

particularly at Chester, where the original timetable has yet to be
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rev sed following a reallocation of staffing duties. The current
formula operating in the London branch is the equivalent ol 0.33
of a full-time academic post for every 50 students The London
branch expects to have 250 LPC.BVC students thtough the Ad-
vice Centre next year and has the support of a full-time adminis-
trator.

Case sources

lhere Is no reason to suspect that the number of cases handled
by the Advice Centre in <hester will change from that currently
operating. There has been a steady flow of enquiries throughout
the year. If demand does drop the service could be advertised In
the local press.

Equivalence

The work carried out by students in the pilots will not by defi-
nition be the same as that done by students In the other skills
assessment areas. The Advice Centre cases are not predictable In
terms of content and complexity. This however Is not to say that
the exercises used In both contexts cannot be equivalent. Provi-
ding the leani ng outcomes and assessment criteria are uniform across
all of the assessed exercises then in pdnciple all students are be-
Ing assessed on the same basis. The only issue then left to monitor
Is the degree of difficulty presented. By using the College's own
staff and moderation processes it should be possible to maintain a
tig! it control over this aspect of quality assurance. As set out below
the external examinees, for PLR and LWD will be involved at an
early stage iIn vetting a sample of work carried out by the Advice
Centre and will be encouraged to visit the Centre and monitor
progress. In any event one of the purposes in running the pilots Is
to evaluate equivalence.

Results

Advice Centre students submitting the PLR and LWD exercis-
es will be given the same feedback as any other student under-
taking the skihs assessment. The only difference will be that the
content of the substance of then research and drafting will be
discussed In order to progress the case. As the assessment task
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will have been completed any work on the case can be collabora-
tive. Students will be toldr as they are elsewhere on the pro-
gramme and In accordance with the assessment regulations, that
their assessed performance cannot be discussed until after the
results have been published. If any student is unhappy with their
performance (but on the basis that he/she has not been told their
result nor given individual feedback) he or she could take the
'LR 2 at the same time and on the same basis as any other LPC
student. The Advice Centre pilot intake would end before the
submission date for the standard' PLR 2 exercise.

Fallures and re-sits

If a student takes the PLR 2 pilot assessment and fails, the
result would be published in the usual way. He/she could the re-
sit the assessment under the same procedures as for any other
student. Feedback on the failure will be given In the standard

form.

Tutor assistance

Strict guidelines will be issued to all tutors supervising In the

Advice Centre. For the purposes of the pilots the assistance given
to the students advisors will be limited to the identification In the

post-interview review of the clients concerns to replicate what the
student is told in the 'standard’ LPR 2 exercise. .After submission of
the research report and draft letter the tutor will then be free to
give further assistance in the conduct of the case.

Student choice

Under the pilot scheme students will be given the choice of
whether to undertake the PLR pilot (on an assessed basis) and
the LWD pilot (on an unassessed basis). If a students wishes to
he/she can do the casework and still take the 'standard’ assess-
ment. If he/she feels having taken the pilot assessment that he/
she still wishes to take the 'standard’ assessment he/she may do
so (but on the strict understanding that no feedback on the qual-
ity of work carried out on the pilot can be given. This should
negate any argument that students taking the 'standard' assess-
ment have a longer period to submit than do those working in the
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clinic. In other words the student who feels that he/she nas been
prejudiced by the demands of the Advice Centre can still take the
standard’ assessment. The expected turnaround for PLR and LWD
pilots In the Advice Centre Is one week. The tact that students are
not given feedback on the PLR and LWD until after results have
been published should answer any criticism that Advice Centre
students have any advantage in terms of assessment.

Appeals

There would appear to be no need for any appeals procedure In
re ation to the pilots as presumably the College assessment regula-
tions would apply to any assessment carried out under them.

External examiners

The eternal examiner(s) for PLR and LWD will be involved at
every stage o. the assessment process. Before the pilots are opera-
tive the external(s) will be consulted and a sample of work from
the Advice Centres (subject to the preservation of client confiden-
tiality) will be provided along with a full description of the pilots
proposed. The externaljsi will be Invited to visit the Centre In
Chester and meet with staff and students there. At the end of each
term a sample of work carried out in the Centre will be provided
and the external's) will be asked to comment on the report evalu-
ating the pilots.

Conclusion

The proposed pilots represent an important step on the way to
the integration of a clinical methodology the broader pro-
gramme of study. They provide an opportunity to give students credit
for work carried out In the Advice Centres and remove the need for
those students to e assessed elsewhere on the same subject areas.
Moreover evidence suggests that the assessment of students In hands-
on settings reveals a consistently high standard of work, supporting
the view that student learning Is enhanced by an exposure to the
rigours and responsibilities of real-client work.
