CURRENT STATE AND PROBLEMS

OF DEVELOPMENT OF LEGAL EDUCATION
IN UKRAINE

When analyzing the current state ot legal education in Ukraine
It Is woith mentioning that at the outset of the XXI century it has,
In my opinion, the following intrinsic features:
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Firstly, the heredity and, to a certain extent, conservatism of
the soviet educational system in general and legal education iIn
particular. It 1s the Soviet legal education and practice that has
neen affected by the diseases of distorted corporate spirit of legal
profession, existence of «telephone right and party legislation»,
orientation of legal practitioners and teachers-scientists on pre-
serving and developing «forced to execute» legal rules, disregard-
Ing or ignoring many international legal acts protecting human,
citizen and property rights.

Secondly, an impetuous and even «volcanic» growth of juridi-
cal educational institutions due to «tectonic» political and legal
processes of the state building and law making, as well as owing to
the very nature of market economic relations resulted In an exorbi-
tant demand for legal services in the society. Regrettably, this iIn
many respects spontaneous development of legal education In
Ukraine Is complemented with neither human potential [professors
and teachers) noi material and technical possibilities of the exist-
Ing and newly born educational institutions.

Thirdly, the exisring contradictions In approaches to the refor-
mation of legal education in this country. On the one hand, there
IS a wish «to change everything at once» using foreign (for some
reason American? ) experience, and on the other hand, to leave
everything stay as It «is» (or «was» at the Soviet times) by merely
changing form and names...

Thorough knowledge of the home legal schooling and its prac-
tical application, collaboration of the National University «Kyiv-
Mohyla Academy» with the College ol caw of England and Wales
(Great Britain) and the School of Law of the University ol Balti-
more (USA) as well as personal acquaintance with Anglo-Sax and
Western European systems of legal education and practice, give
the author grounds to generalize and make preliminary conclu-
sions as to the current state and problems of legal education in Ukraine
tn the context of European integration.
oday the professional knowledge of law In Ukraine can be
obtained from higher educational institutions of the I-1V qualifica-
tion levels whose graduates are qualified as Junior Specialists,
Bachelors, Specialists and Masters of Law, respectively. Rendering
educational services and their quality Is subject to the state licens-
Ing and accreditation with the Ministry of Education and Science
of Ukraine. Certain professional legal activities should also be li-
censed by the state involving professional community, but in gtner-
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al everybody having a diploma certifying his complete legal
education has the rig!it to practice law including the opportunity
to occupy the position of a judge, prosecutor, Investigator or
notary.

In Ukraine we have a fairly ramified system of the legal profes-
sion splitting over 10 legal specialities in totallcomparative to the
majority of European and American countries where there iIs a
single legal speciality and profession (a lawyer). At the same time
we train lawyers under typical educational programmes quite often
taken for the state standards but not always being the same. Tradi-
tion 1 Ukrainian and perhaps European system of legal education
rests on the «from theqgry to practice» principle while its Anglo-Sax
analogue Is conversely based on the «from practice to theory» or
probably more precisely «from everyday life to legal practice and
on to theory» principle. This major difference in legal education
system arises from different legal systems to which our societies
and states belong.

The analysis of at least two (Anglo-Sax and European) world-
leading legal education systems makes it possible to briefly con-
clude as to their similarity and distinctions, namely:

*Common for the two systems is the subject of professional
training, 1.e. law as a compulsory institute of any country and soci-
ety; In both systems there exist legal services as an integral part of
vital activity of all members of society; both systems operate spe-
cial educational institutions, including faculties :schools, colleges)
of law within classical universities In the majority of countries iIn
Europe and America.

*1distinctions lie in the following major factors: basic education
to master legal profession; structure of educational plans and time-
terms; methods and means of professional training; certain special-
iIzation of legal educational iInstitutions; finally, access to legal
practice an<: technologies of the teaching personnel employment
and compensation for their labor.

Referring to the experience iIn training lawyers at the Kyiv-
Mohyla Academy it i1s worth to mention that we use In full the
system of entrance testing as one of the most progressive world-widely
known methods to select young people most prepared for studies
with our University. The system specifies that aJi candidates not-
withstanding the profession they have chosen to learn, be tested In
7/ subjects: Ukrainian, English, history or literature, mathematics,
one of the three (physics, chemistry, biology) natural sciences,
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jurisprudence (basics of law) and history of the Kyiv-Mohyla Acad-
emy. The results of enhance testing enable us to select for studies
at our faculty the most versatile young intellectuals capable In
their overwhelming majority and despite their young age, to mas-
ter a complex tuition programme. In future we also plan to inter-
view candidates or give them psychological test so as to evaluate
more clearly personal abilities that a young man has for the legal
profession.

A 100-poml score rating system existing In our University to
evaluate students' current knowledge proves elective as the one
motivating students highly to master profession. The system's es-
sence Is that for having mastered every subject a student may
receive maximum score equaling to 100 points. The score Is In Its
turn divided Into two components: the first (from 5 to 70 points)
may be «earned» by a student while studying through the curreu
trimester (for reporting to seminars, writing papers, carrying out
control or laboratory works, etc.) and the second (from 50 to 30
points) when taking credits or exams. There exists the so-called
«passing score» of 35 points enabling a teacher to decide whether
to allow or not to allow a student to take a credit or exam.

The implementation of a 3-year Project of Cooperation with
the College of Law of England and Wales and the London Uni-
versity Queen Mary & Westfield College (the project was finan-
clally supported by the British Government Department for Inter-
national Development) made it possible for us to start last year
new educational programmes in such modern subjects designed
for a 5-th year students specialization as «The Banking Law»,
«The Law of Information Technologies», «European Union Law»,
«Intellectual property law», «The International Commercial Arbi-
tration». Also we have managed to introduce clinical education
on the basis of pro bono clinic started at our faculty with the
avallability of the up-to-date facilities meeting the international

standards.
This methodological approach to new educational technolo-

gies adds us the confidence that using to a large extent the
European and American experience of tighter combining theo-
retical and practical education we will reach more optimum re-
sults Iin iImproving the quality of legal profession training. Al
the same time comprehensive knowledge by our students of
several languages primarily European ones, enables us to hope
for their high potential in further practical and research legal
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work In the context of the future integration of Ukraine into the
European and World commonwealth.

The next problem which we solve rather hardly at our Universi-
ty and in the whole country as well i1s to supply legal education
with stable highly professional teaching personnel. The methods
used by us in solving the problem are simple and known: teacher's
pluralistic work and «material stimulatiol :» To our deep regret,
practically unworkable with new educational Institutions, the state
ones Inclusive, are the methods of target postgraduate and docto-
ral t aining, No appreciable policy as to solving the pioblem seems
to exist with the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine,
National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine and Academy of Legal
Sciences. The matter Is also not addressed by our public legal
profession organizations, first of all the Association of Law Schools
of Ukraine. It I1s proposed to create like in Europe and America,
the all-Ukrainian computer databank on law teachers and involve
the state budget funds and charitable donations to restore within
the leading National higher juridical educational institutions and
those under the Academy of Sciences of Ukraine the target post-
graduate and doctoral training at least lor the state-owned higher
juridical educational iInstitutions. Also it makes sense to introduce
In Ukraine the stipends payable to named professors as well as
position-dependent salaries thereby enhancing the prestige of teach-
Ing work with higher educational institutions and maintaining sta-
ble teaching personnel.

Keeping in mind where We are from and who We are, it should
be noted that our Ukrainian legal system likewise the system of
legal education belong In their essentials to Europe. At the same
time, all of us live In the world social space which due to its con-
tinuous development becomes more and more Integrated and glo-
bal. Proceeding from this call of time, it Is necessary to borrow
current European and World experience In training legal profes-
sion while alternatively preserving, developing and improving own
gains and experience.

Finalizing my report | do hope that the discussion by the In-
ternational conference participants of the problems which gave
names to our round tables in today's meeting will be full of inter-
est and fruitfulness.
