1. Choosing Mexico as an example for such analysis Is quite
reasonable because this country possesses all typical elements of
so-called western (or true) democracy - market economy, stable
political system based on pluralism of ideology and rule of law,
fixed In the National Constitution.Besides that, some characteris-
tics of Mexican society are similar to those of UKraine -minor
role in the world economy, strong influence of the State In differ-
ent spheres of social life, substantial differences in the level of
political culture between the centre and the provinces and presi-
dential form of government.

2. Mexico presents an example when within really existing
multiparty system there iIs evident domination of one party -Insti-
tutional-Revolutionary Party (IRP)- on the political scene. Data
concerning presidential elections Iin Mexico since the foundation
of IRP 1Is especially demonstrative iIn this respect . IRP candidate
received accordingly:1929-93,55 % of votes 1934—98,19 %
1940-93,90 %, 1946-77,91 %,1952-74,32 % ,1958-90,44 % , 1964-
88,82 %,1976-93,39 %, 1982-70,99 % .

3. Main reasons for such situation lie in:a)History- IRP was
founded by former leaders of Mexican revolution (1910-1917) who
using revolutionary slogans of national soveregnity, representa-
tive democracy, legal equality and social peace managed to unite
different strata of mexican society under one political roof. In
80’s IRP accounted for 9 mln official members; b)Social psychol-
ogy-Feelings of national self-consciousness, belief In the strong
leader and necessity of unity In front of the external pressure are
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deeply implanted in psychology of mexican nation.IRP managed
to create an image of true and unigue bearer of these ideas;c)
Populism and declaration of permanent revolutionary renovation
through institutional means, strong party discipline together with
the great flexibility of party policy skilfully adapting to the chang-
Ing reality.

4. Long term domination of IRP on the Mexican political scene
resulted In:a) interlacing of party and government structures,
forming of certain bureaucratic caste characterized by conserva-
tism and complacency;b)in existing situation it iIs IRP leadership
who really chooses the next President;c)domination in policy leads
to monopoly on the experience of state governing.

5.Mexico’s example shows: multiparty system as important
asset of democracy may coexist with legitimate and long-term
domination of one political party. Basic guarantee of democracy In
this case lies Iin Constitution of the country and political con-
sciousness of society unaccepting any form of dictatorship.
