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Regardless of digital transformation, authentic and engaging learning materials play a
crucial role in the development of foreign language communicative competence. Contemporary

literature offers valuable educational material for advanced learners to experience writers’ stylistic
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preferences and vocabulary diversity and implement these features in their own communication.
Since compounding is known to be a productive word-formation process in the English language [1,
2], compound words represent an important source for English learners in terms of both language
comprehension and vocabulary development.

While compounds have been widely described in linguistic theory, their distribution in
contemporary texts and relevance for foreign language learning are not sufficiently explored from a
pedagogical point of view. However, compound adjectives are studied as a separate vocabulary list
in modern English language courses. [2]

The study focuses on the role of compound nouns, adjectives, and verbs in mastering
communicative competence. The research is based on a comparative analysis of selected chapters of
memoirs “Will” by Will Smith and the English translation of the Japanese bestseller “If cars
disappeared from the world” by Genki Kawamura.

The analysis demonstrated that Will Smith’s text contains a higher number of compound
nouns, adjectives, and verbs than “If Cats disappeared from the world,” according to previous
observation. [3] The difference suggests that compounds are more frequently employed in original
contemporary English writing, whereas translated literary texts are conveyed with a smaller number
of compounds. Incorporating such texts into communicative activities can improve learners' writing
and speaking skills.

From a pedagogical perspective, these findings draw attention to the role of texts with higher
density of compounds in language learning. The study emphasizes the importance of compounds as
a feature of modern English and points to their potential value in foreign language education.
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
