CONSTRUCTING NATIONAL MEMORY: IN THE NETS OF CONTROVERSIALITY

The article analyzes the contradictions that arise in the construction of national memory. It is
said here that contradictions can arise between different narratives of the nation’s past within the
state, between personal and national memory, between the national memory of different states.
The construction of national memory can be accompanied by circumvention or misappropriation of
facts, simplification of the complexity of national histories, selectivity, and the use of «forgetting».
Mythologizing and turning the past people into a shrine, as well as the absolutization of the category
of «historical truth», harm the unprejudiced consideration of history and carry the risk of provoking
conflicts. Only an understanding of these contradictions, an attempt to reconcile them, an awareness
of history as an important factor in the formation of the present and future of society and man, will
allow us to take a responsible approach to the construction of the policy of national memory.
