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Power, deceptive norms and epistemic rights

On Steven Lukes’ account, power is the capacity to secure
compliance. | argue that it is norms that one finds themselves
compelled to comply with, namely social, epistemic and linguis-
tic norms. Such norms can be deceptive in several ways. First,
deceptive norms can endorse false judgments. Second, norms
can lead to true judgments being hidden or repressed. Finally,
the deception can lie in the fact that norms themselves are hid-
den orunnoticed. Some examples of deceptive norms are:

- Fake enthusiasm of Linkedin: people are thrilled, excited,
honored and happy to share their updates. Obviously, this is alie
in most cases. The social and linguistic norm of enthusiasm is
deceptive and generated by the structural market powers.

- Lyingis a prerequisite ofbeing a CEO, yet no one is willing
to admit it. Again structural power seems to undermine the vir-
tue oftruthfulness.

- Russians Kill, rape and torture innocent people because of
their conviction ofsuperiority overimpure corrupted nations. In
this case, power is exerted by concrete agents and imposes false
epistemic and linguistic norms (i.e. disinformation and propa-
ganda).

- Blue-collar workers accept their objectively inferior status,
believe that money has absolute value and inflation is a kind of
law of nature. Such false beliefs result from deceptive norms cre-
ated by institutions.

For the relevant communities it is difficult if not impossi-
ble not to follow these norms, and oftentimes even to realize
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
